Part 1 of this book is an edit and an update of the book “Joseph Bradfield — Our Ancestor” written by
Enid Tognolini from 1990 to 2000. I have changed the title, the layout, the font, sometimes the order;
I have cut and reworded sections and added notes to make things clearer, I have added newspaper
items from Trove the National Library online resource centre, but the first section of this work the
connection of the family lines and the research documents and the birth, death and marriage
certificates still remains mostly the work of Enid.

I came across a copy of Enid’s book when I visited Jim Bratfield at Stroud Road NSW in 2006. I
photocopied that book and retuned the original to Jim. I was astounded when I read about the life of
Joseph Bradfield, my great-great-grandfather. 1 knew absolutely nothing about him. He was never
mentioned. The family history on my Mum’s side of the family came to a blank wall with her
father’s father. That is the father of Patrick Bradfield one Thomas Bratfield.

The story will unfold.

How did we forget the amazing character Joseph?

Why the name is spelt Bradfield and Bratfield?

How do you keep track when Joseph finishes up with 51 grandchildren?

Family history can be a strange pursuit but it is the family that keep you going and who rekindle the
interest. In my case my brother, Bruce, and cousins: in particular Bruce Lyons who spark the flame
to keep me at it. And my aunty Beryl Lyons (nee Bradfield) has been a good source of information
over the years and especially in these early months of 2023 while she has been in Byron Bay
Hospital spinning me tales and recollecting her youth and days of adventure.

Before we begin I’ll answer a question that is always asked.

Are we related to John Job Crew Bradfield who designed the Sydney Harbour Bridge and devised
various engineering works in Australia? The answer is No. His father came from Wiltshire, England
and Joseph parents came from Norwich UK about 300km away. John’s father was John Edward
Bradfield he was born in 1823, and his father Richard John Bradfield who married Ann Bailey was
born on June 14 1801, in Bremhill, Wiltshire, England. I think Percy Bradfield started this myth, see
notes later in book.

I have added a detailed section, Part 2, about my grandfather Patrick Bradfield 1870—1960 and his
line of the family.

The detail in the book tends to follow the family line from Joseph Bradfield to his son Thomas
Bratfield and in turn his son Patrick Bradfield and then Ivy Bradfield my mother. Their families,
their brother and sisters, make up the vast family tree of this book. Future generations can use this
information to link back to Joseph who came to Australia in 1818.

The pages and pages of lists of names

Much of Enid’s work included lists of people with numbers beside them. | have re-formatted
and simplified these lists. They do provide a valuable resource for future family historians to
check if someone is related and to find the surnames of families as they change through the
generations. | have added in a couple of places instructions to help interpret the lists, with just a
little effort they can prove interesting information and become fairly easy to follow.

Part 1

JOSEPH BRADFIELD 1802 -1886
Joseph and Anne are my Great Great Great Grandparents®. I say are rather than were
because they have become very real to me during the last decade. Prior to this I had never
heard the name Bradfield as an ancestor. But let us begin at the beginning - at least as far
back as I have researched. *Written by Enid Tognolini

Joseph Bradfield was born in the County of Norfolk, England, in 1802, the son of John
Bradfield and Sophia Ward. He was baptised on 23 January 1803 at St. Peter
Parmentergate Church of England at Norwich. He had brothers and sisters, aunts and uncles
(see relevant family tree), and 1 would assume that he was named for his paternal
Grandfather Joseph, who had married Sarah Hayhow at St. Gregory's Church in Norwich on
06 February 1758. I have viewed church records of Norwich, going back to the early 1500s
and the names Bradfield and Ahowe can be traced right to these days. I feel that Ahowe was
the forerunner to Hayhow, as it must be remembered that few people could read or write in
those early days.

England in the early 1800’s

To try to understand the circumstances that caused our Joseph to arrive in Australia in
1818, let us think about the conditions that prevailed in England during that time. George
the Third had been the country's Monarch since 1760, and by the time of our ancestor,
Joseph's birth, the King's health had deteriorated. The question of the King's mental health
and stability was established in 1811, and his eldest son, later to become King George the
Fourth, acted as Prince Regent for his father as the Monarch's blindness and insanity
increased.

England had fought many battles with France, and during Joseph's young life the country
had been embroiled in its wars with France and Napoleon Bonaparte, culminating in 1815
with the now famous battle of Waterloo, and France's defeat. Constant wars had weakened
England's economy, and the workforce was now flooded with soldiers and others returning
to civilian life with the advent of peace.

James Watt's invention of the steam engine heralded in a new era. As early as 1785 Edmund
Cartwright had invented the Steam Power Loom, and with Richard Trevithick's Steam
Engine in 1800, and Railway locomotive in 1804, the manufacturing trade was facing a new
age - an age of unemployment as machinery took over many tasks normally carried out by
skilled manual workers, and people engaged in Cottage Crafts. The Industrial Revolution
was upon the people, and the Luddites went around destroying the industrial machines
during the years 1811 to 1818; still further disrupting the employment situation for the
workers. The Great Trade Depression of 1814 had disastrous effects, and the Courts faced a
continuous stream of people who were charged with all types of crimes, from petty pick-
pockets to the hardened criminals.

Joseph had been born, and lived through this extremely unstable era of history, until, at the
age of 14, he committed the sin of breaking into the home of Mr. Samuel Rice near the town
of Eye in Suffolk and stealing a silver watch. He was observed loitering in the area and the
Constable soon had him under arrest. Joseph had thrown the stolen watch into the fields
where it was found by the police.



Suffolk Chronicle - 02 August 1817

Joseph Bredfield,* aged 14, indicted for breaking and entering the dwelling house of Samuel
Rice, at Eye, and stealing there of a silver watch, was convicted; but, on account of his youth,
he was recommended to mercy. It appeared that the prisoner had loitered about the house,
waiting for an opportunity, when the prosecutor’s house should be left. He then broke the
window, entered, and carried off the watch from the chimney piece. Being pursued by the
prosecutor, and a constable, he threw the watch over a fence into a ploughed field.

Ipswich Journal - 02 August 1817

The first prisoner put to the bar was Joseph Bredfield,* charged with stealing a silver watch,
the property of Samuel Rice, of Eye. The prisoner is a boy about 14 years of age, and from the
evidence of Mrs. Rice, had called at her house to ask if it was his way to school. Mrs. Rice
shortly after went out with her child, and locked up her door; she was absent about 10 minutes;
on her return she observed the window broken, and found that her husband's watch which she
had brought down and hung upon the chimney piece was gone; she had observed the boy
loitering near the house when she went out. The boy being suspected, an alarm was given, and
Mr. Rice and a constable went in pursuit of him. The boy when overtaken, was observed about a
mile and a half from Eye, to throw a watch into a field, where it was found, and proved to be Mr.
Rice's watch. The Jury, after a short deliberation, returned the verdict of Guilty, but on account
of his years, recommended him to mercy.

*This is yet another spelling of the name Bradfield.

Exactly why did young Joseph steal that watch?

He had employment himself - his occupation being given as a Dyer, so one would assume he
was working in the textile industry. His home was in Norwich, but it would seem he was
living in Eye, Suffolk, on the 29 April 1817. Perhaps his father was out of work and young
Joseph was trying to 'procure' extra money to assist his parents? Perhaps, because Joseph is
my ancestor, I am trying to find excuses for his behaviour when, in fact, there was really no
excuse. A boyish prank? Possibly. In truth we will never know; unless of course he left
behind a Journal or diary - but that is most unlikely.

I can almost feel the fear this young lad must have experienced when he stood in the dock
awaiting the verdict from the Judge and Jury on that fateful day of 31 July 1817 — GUILTY.
TO BE HANGED !!! Were his parents there to give their support, or did he face that awful
trial alone? The Judge, when handing down the sentence of death on Joseph, made the
decision to commute it to Transportation across the seas to the Colony of New South Wales
- for the term of his natural life! This gracious gesture was given because of the age of the
offender. (N.B. His height at this time is given as five feet and half an inch - surely still a
child in many ways?) Joseph was then held in prison until 03 April 1818, when he left the
land of his birth forever, aboard the ship Isabella. This was the first voyage to New South
Wales made by the Isabella, and her Master was Captain Robert Berry.

Try to picture this young lad, in company with all sorts of fellow convicts - the very bad to
the first offender like Joseph, confined together, perhaps in chains (for part of the journey at
least), for five long weary months, until they eventually reached this foreign soil we now
call Australia on 14 September 1818. Had he remained in England, who knows what lay
ahead for him? A life of crime? I doubt that; but a life of deprivation surely? Perhaps Fate
did him a favour, but only Joseph himself could answer that!

How did Joseph adapt to his new environment - the life of a convict in Sydney Town?
Probably, at times with great hostility and resentment! On his arrival in 1818 he was put to
work for the Government, as a labourer, possibly in road making. On 01 May 1819 he is
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classified as a stonebutter, and is sentenced to one years hard labour for misconduct and
neglect of duty at Sydney, by the Governor, Lachlan Macquarie. Together with twenty four
fellow convicts, he sailed on His Majesty's Brig Elizabeth Henrieua to serve his sentence at
Newcastle.

By 08 September 1821 his occupation was a stonemason, and he was receiving 1% rations
from His Majesty's Stores. This was most probably in Sydney, where he was working as a
carpenter for the Government during 1822. On 13 March 1823 he was assigned to
Alexander Dickson of Newcastle as his servant, travelling with him (and others) from
Sydney to Newcastle on the Sloop Elizabeth.

Joseph was no longer a youth, but a man in the year of 1825, and by now must have been
feeling his lack of freedom most acutely. He was still a convict, and working for Mr. Jos.
Thew at Newcastle when he became a Runaway! Apprehended and returned to the
Commandant at Newcastle, he was punished by receiving fifty lashes of the whip. Still
around the Newcastle region in 1828, Joseph is now assigned as a labourer to Andrew
Newton, who had his property on the first branch of the Hunter River.

At long last, on 22 July 1831, Joseph is granted a Ticket of Leave (this is similar to a
Parole). On that date our ancestor is described as being five feet and six inches tall (having
grown 5~ inches since 1817), with dark brown hair, dark complexion, and hazel eyes. He
was a Protestant, and his Ticket of Leave permitted him to stay in the district of Paterson
Plains. Joseph was working at Tanilba Bay, Port Stephens, when he met and fell in love with
a little Irish Convict by the name of Ann Reardon (sic).

ANN REARDON circal810 — 5th March 1872 (She died at Palmers Island NSW)

Joseph Bradfield and Ann Reardon were married, with the consent of the Governor of New
South Wales, on 02 July 1832 in the Church of England Parish of Christ Church, Newcastle,
in the County of Northumberland, N.S.W. This marriage was witnessed by David
Bowerman of Williams River, and Ellen Timson of Newcastle - both signing their names
with a cross (X), as did Ann Reardon. Joseph apparently could write his own name. (It is of
interest to note that David Bowerman and Ellen Timson were married only a few weeks
after our ancestors.)

One wonders exactly what Joseph and Ann were doing at Tanilba Bay in 1832. Ann was a
convict too, so it is possible that she was a bonded servant with the Caswell family, who
were resident at Tanilba House, situated on one of the finest sites of Port Stephens. It is
more than likely that Joseph was also employed by the Caswell family, but this is pure
conjecture on my part. At the time of their marriage Ann may have been 'assigned' to
Joseph.

Ann Reardon was born in Tipperary, Ireland, sometime around the years of 1807 to 1814.
Who her parents were will probably never be known by any of us as no record seems to exist
which contains that information. It is easy to see that the lass had no education, and quite
possibly did not even know her own age. It will be noted on her Convict Indent of 1829, her
age is given as 22 years; yet at her marriage three years later it is given as 23 years. To
confuse the issue further, her death certificate of 1872 gives her age as 58 years!

Ann Reardon / Riordan certainly needs our understanding and compassion when we
examine her (known) background, and learn the reason for her being sent to Australia. She
was in Surrey, and working as a cook and maid of all work when she was accused of
stealing a pair of silk stockings. For this supposed crime she was sentenced to seven years
transportation to the Colony of New South Wales, even though she had no prior
convictions. She left London, England on 20 July 1829, aboard the ship Lucy Davidson,
whose master was Captain William Wiseman, and arrived Sydney Cove on 29 November
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1829. Ann was fortunate to be assigned to Roger Therry, Esquire, a highly esteemed Sydney
Judge, and a known kinsman of that well known and much loved Catholic Priest, Reverend
John Joseph Therry, who was responsible for the first St. Mary's Cathedral being built. Ann
was described at that time as being a single woman, 5 feet 1 ~ inches tall, with a ruddy &
freckled complexion. She had light brown hair, light hazel eyes, and had a small scar over
her left eye and a burn scar on the back of her left hand. She was of the Roman Catholic
Faith.

Exactly where Joseph and Ann lived immediately following their marriage in 1832 in
Newcastle, is not clear. It would seem that their first child Matthew was born 1833, probably
in the Hunter River region, and then he was baptised the next year (1834) at St. Mary's
Roman Catholic Church in Sydney. The other children were born on or near the Barrow-
Well Estate near Seaham, with their youngest child, Sarah being born in March 1847. In
those early days Joseph was employed on Barrow-Well by George Mosman, Esquire, but
it’s believed that around the 1850s (or even earlier) he was in a position to buy or lease
property in Gloucester.

Joseph must have felt like celebrating the occasion on the First day of February of the year
1838, when at long last he received his Conditional Pardon from Colonel H. Snodgrass,
Acting Captain-General and Governor-in-Chief of Her Majesty's said Territory of New
South Wales and its Dependencies, and Vice-Admiral of the same. He was a diligent
husband and father, and worked hard to provide for his family. From a list of subscribers to
the Seaham Church Building Fund, we learn that Joseph had donated £5/ - he gave £2/-for
Maitland Hospital Fund in 1889 and contributed very generously, often 3 or 4 times the
average donated by most people, and regularly to various causes His sons and daughters also
donated to the funds as well..

Joseph and Anne's eldest (living) daughter, Sophia, was the first of their family to marry, in
1858 at Clarence Town, on the Williams River near Seaham. Shortly afterwards Sophia and
her husband, John Thomas Blanch, left that area and went to live in the Clarence River
region of northern New South Wales. I believe that her brother George also left for the
Clarence around that same time, as he had established a farm in the area of Ulmarra by 1862
when he married in Grafton to Mary Miller.

The next 'child' to leave the family was their youngest son, Thomas, who married Bridget
Callaghan in Clarence Town in 1864, and proceeded to a selection of land near Stroud to
begin his own Dynasty. Thomas was the only 'child' who lived his life close by the original
area of his (and Bridget's) birth. Joseph's youngest child, Sarah married in 1866 at Seaham
to Frederick George Johnson, the eldest son of George and Elizabeth Johnson. Sadly,
Frederick's mother died in February 1869, and is buried at Clarence Town cemetery. It is
from this date that the change in the spelling of Joseph's surname is noticed - from Bradfield

to Bratfield.

Sometime around 1869 Joseph and Anne, together with George Johnson and his younger
son William, and Matthew and Joseph Bratfield Jnr., accompanied by many other residents
of Seaham / Clarence Town journeyed north to the Clarence River region, joining their
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other family members - Frederick George & Sarah Johnson, Sophia and John Thomas
Blanch, and George and Mary Bradfield. (It will be noted here that all members of the
family did not adopt the surname of Bratfield, and even to the present day you will find
descendants of Joseph and Anne under both of the surnames.) Joseph and Anne, and their
sons Joseph Jnr. and Matthew, together with the Johnsons, settled on Palmers Island, in the
lower Clarence River district. It was here, on 05 March 1872 that Anne Bratfield died, and
was buried in an unmarked grave somewhere on that small Island in the Clarence River.

Joseph's two remaining sons, Matthew and Joseph Jnr. lived on Palmers Island until they
both married in 1878 - Matthew to Louisa Curtis at Goodwood Island (Clarence River),
and Joseph Jnr. to Christina McDermid at Palmers Island. Joseph and Christina spent
their married life in Grafton, while Matthew and Louisa remained in the Lower Clarence. By
this time Joseph senior was living in Dobie Street Grafton with his son George and family,
but on 14 September 1886 our Patriarch died (officially of Old age and general decay), and
he was buried in the Grafton Cemetery. When his son George died in 1925, George's widow
Mary had a tombstone erected, dedicated to the memory of Joseph and his son George.
When Mary Bratfield died in 1930, no one thought to add her name to the stone, and that is
how it remains today.

When Joseph Bratfield died on 14 September 1886, it was exactly 68 years to the very
day since he first set foot on Australian soil. R.ILP.  (Enid T 1999)
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Below is the Suffolk Assizes (Court) record of Joseph’s conviction and a portrait of the
gentleman that Joseph became
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The documents on the next 7 pages

1.

The Certificate of the Verdict of the trial of Joseph Bradfield - This was in 1817
Joseph was just 14 years old. (This document obtained by Enid Tognolini from the
Public Record Office in London England in 1993

Ticket of Leave — This today would be called being released on Parole. There was a
condition attached to the “leave” and in this case Joseph could not leave the District
of Nelsons Plains. This leave was granted in 1831, Joseph was 28.

A conditional Pardon —in 1838 when Joseph was 35 he received a pardon for his
crime of stealing a watch, some 20 years earlier. The condition of his pardon was
that never return to England and if he did his original sentence would stand and he
could be executed.

The Marriage Certificate of Joseph Bradfield and Ann Reardon in Newcastle NSW in
1832

The registered death details of Ann Bratfield (BRADFIELD) (nee Reardon) 1872.
This is where the spelling of the name gets confusing. The information for the
records was supplied by their son Joseph who was named at birth Joseph Bradfield
but named/registered the surname of his children Bratfield. He did not know or he
had forgotten the maiden name of his mother.

The registered death details of Joseph Bratfield (BRADFIELD) 1886. Again the
surname details are nor consistent with the name on Joseph’s other official
documents. In this case the information was provided by his son George who had his
surname registered at birth of Bratfield.

Grave of Joseph Bratfield (BRADFIELD).1886 - Wait a minute where not done yet
with spelling of his name. In 1817 the papers spelt is name BREDFIELD. Official court
and government documents spell it BRADFIELD. Of his children 5 have surnames
BRADFIELD and 2 have BRATFIELD. That chaos continues in the next generation as
well. BUT WAIT, have a good look at his headstone the monumental mason made a

mistake and a yet another version of the name is carved in stone.

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An interesting story about Ann Reardon, Joseph Bradfield’s wife, it
gives us an indication of her standing in the community and her skills.
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The Bradfield Families
The family tree 2 pages back is a key to understanding the family many lines that result
from our lynchpin ancestor Joseph Bradfield.

If we use Joseph as a reference point, and he very much is. He is the sole member of his
family (that we know of) who came to Australia. We have a fairly limited understanding of
his siblings and his ancestors. He had two sisters; Sophia and Sarah and two brothers; John
and Joseph. Their lives are ready for research we don’t know if any of their families or
descendants came to Australia.

We know the names of Joseph’s parents John and Sophia and his Uncle Joseph and two
Aunties: Sarah and Elisabeth. We also know his grandparents on his father’s side Joseph
Bradfield and Sarah Hayhow (they must have been born about 1735 because they were
married in 1758). All of the family were born and lived in Norwich England about 180kms
NE of London.

Joseph’s Family in England
Joseph and Ann have 7 children. The tree on the previous page gives brief details about
them and the next 2 pages summarises the events and facts of their lives. (Nm 2023)

Researching on Trove the
National Library online resource
centre for information to add to
this book | came across
numerous lists where Joseph
contributed to community fund
raising.

He gave to hospital, church and
funds to help people in need
(one where their house burnt
down). And he was always one of
the largest donors, usually 2 to 4
times what most were giving.
The example here not only shows
Joseph but also 3 of his children
donating to the Patriotic Fund in
1855. A fund to assist the widows
and orphans of the Crimean War,
it seems to have been a wide
ranging and popular fund started
by Queen Victoria. (NM)
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Joseph and Ann lived initially
around Newcastle when they
were married. However from
1835 until 1844 five of their
children were listed as being
born at Barrowell but that

place no longer exists. It was
’mﬂ on the eastern side of
the river opposite Seaham (see
maps)

The map below is from the
1800's it indicates Barrowell as
a new estate. On the baptism
certificate for Joseph and Ann’s
second child Mary Ann, born
1835 it list G. Mossman as their
employer and he is named on
the map as the land owner in
the Barrowell area.

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1. MATTHEW BRADFIELD

1833 -10 JULY 1910
The 1st child of Joseph Bradfield and Ann Reardon

Matthew Bradfield was born in 1833, but | do not know the exact location of his birth. |
have assumed that it was either in Newcastle or at some place on the Hunter of Williams
River. Joseph and Anne obviously took a trip to Sydney in 1834, as Matthew was baptised
in St. Mary's Roman Catholic Church in Sydney in that year.

Matthew had stayed with his parents until they all moved to the Northern Rivers district of
New South Wales sometime around 1869, and he too settled on Palmers Island in the
Lower Clarence River region. He married at Goodwood Island (in the Clarence River) on 24
July 1878 to Louisa Curtis, and the marriage certificate states that Louisa's usual place of
residence was Grafton. Witnesses to this marriage were Abraham Carr and Eliza Jane
Wright. The Minister was the Reverend John Hill Garven" of the Presbyterian Church.

| have sought in vain to learn more of Matthew's wife's background - date and place of
birth, name of parents. and eventual date of death, but to no avail. When Matthew's
application for an Aged Pension was refused in 1901 the name of Louisa Bradfield was not
there.

Matthew died on 10 July 1910 and was buried in the Maclean cemetery the next day. He
was a Blacksmith - | wonder if his father taught him his trade? (Enid Tognolini)

Additional Notes 2023 (Neville Maloney)
Matthew was later granted in pension at least in 1904 again his wife was no mentioned
His missing wife’s mystery is not helped by the newspaper stories on the flowing pages.

Matthew was sentenced to 7 years in Grafton Goal in 1883 for malicious injury to
government property. At the trial it is mentioned that he is the sole carer for his 80 year old
father and no mention is made of his wife.

A petition in 1884 to reduce his sentence also makes no reference to a wife. It was not
successful in any case. During his sentence he was sent to Berrima Goal (see below).

Matthew’s death notice in 1910 also makes no reference to his wife other than the fact
that he was married at the age of 23.
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motive had been, their guilt was un-
doubted. He believed they had done it
for the sake of a paltry piece of rope. On
that beacon depended the life of everyone
coming in to the port, which was known to
bea dangerous one, and it was shocking to
think that men for such a paltry tl;.:g
as a piece of rope would act as they
done, for if the police had not been as
quick as they were, there was no doubt
prisoners would have taken the rope home
with them.

Enid had no notes concerning George other than the year of his birth and dates of his
marriage to Mary Miller and his death.

The articles extracted from the Grafton Argus tell a little about his life as a provider of
firewood (and there was also an article about him being charged for felling timber on
crown land) and reflections about him in his death notice. In the Sydney Morning Herald
was a story from the Supreme court that actually went on for many years concerning a
couple of acres of land in Grafton that Peter manning seems to have squatted on and
claimed it was his. The court found in favour of George but there were further court
proceeding in Grafton for a long time to get Manning off the land. The wording was so
convoluted | did not include the copies of the court cases. (NM)

George Bratfield married Mary Miller (1837 — 13 Nov 1930) on 19" December 1862 in
Grafton; they had one child Eva Bratfield. Eva married Harold Grisford and from them the
family line of the Crisfords is formed. Again Enid has little detail but she provides some
documents for Eva & Harold and follows their family for a couple of generations.

Sophia and her siblings were baptised with the 'correct' surname of their father, and that was
"BRADFIELD". Later the name taken by some of the Bradfield descendants changed to
"BRATFIELD". It was as "Bratfield" that Sophia married her husband, John Thomas
Blanch, in 1858, (registered at Clarence Town). Their first child Alice, had her birth and
death registered at Raymond Terrace, New South Wales, then it would appear that John and
Sophia Blanch moved up to the Clarence River region, as their other children's births were
all registered at Grafton.

As well as my own research of the life of Sophia, I used information from two publications,
namely A Forest of Blanches (The Story of the Blanch Family 1838 -1988), published 1988
by William Good of the University of Sydney, N.S.W., and Davis Family & Descendants
(140 Years in Australia 1848 -1988), and published 1988 by Ann Marsh. The former
covered the descendants of John Thomas Blanch and his siblings, and the second book
contained the descendants of the youngest child of John & Sophia Blanch, namely Lillie
Jane Blanch (who married George Ernest Yager in 1902). Unfortunately there were a few
discrepancies between the two books regarding the descendants of George and Lillie Yager,
so I ask the reader to take this into consideration.

It should be noted that Sophia was born at BarrowWell, Williams River, on 13 December
1839, and not, as stated in 4 Forest ofBlanches (p.60), born in 1841. It is to be expected that
other information contained in the names, dates, and places pertaining to Sophia's
descendants, may be incorrect, and that a large number of 'omissions' may be obvious to the
Reader. (Enid Tognolini)

Understanding the numbered lists of names in the following sections

I have included the pages and pages of names because they provide a valuable resource for future
researchers interested in finding family descended from Joseph Bradfield. I have edited and changed
the layout of the original lists that were generated from some genealogy software by Enid Tognolini.
(Those lists were full of numbers and codes relating to the program they came from and I suspect
that the remnants of some remain on these pages as well).

The person who is number 1 in the list starts that family group in that list.
Their children are all numbered 2 and their children 3 and so on

A 2 followed by a 2 tells you that the first one had no children (or none are known about, the records
are incomplete and that is the case as the numbers get larger, this research does not include the many
details of families of those born after 1960)

Another way to look the lists is to be aware that within each family list those with the number 2 are
siblings. The 3’s directly under a 2 are their children and the 3’s in each list are cousins to all the
other 3s.

The codes b. = birth date, d. = death date, m = married (sometimes a name will have two or three
m’s indicating the number of times they were married.

George (Yager) was born on 14 March 1876 at Brushgrove, second child and eldest son of Christian and
Fanny (Davis) Yager. He married Lily* Jane Blanch, (youngest) daughter of John and Sophia (Bratfield)
Blanch of Coldstream on 28 May 1902.

In 1889 at an early age he (George Yager) started his carrying business, becoming Brushgrove's pioneer
carrier. He built his fleet up to three spring carts, three four wheeled trolleys and two jinkers. He also ran
a livery stable.

George and Lily had four sons, Thomas Clarence born 1903, Arthur Lionel and Ernest Leonard twin sons
born 8" December 1910, and Eric Christian John born 12th February 1912. All four sons worked in their

father's business during the horse drawn days. They carted produce to local business from the river boats.
In 1936 George went into motor lorries.

During the war (2nd World War) the trucks were fitted with gas producers as petrol was scarce. Other men
were employed over the years, driving trucks, especially during the war when at various times all four
sons enlisted in the army. Just some of the men were Tom Macintosh, Garney Inman, Wilfred Hughes.
Reg Yager, Lance Sidney Daly, Jack Lambert and Rex Gow.

For many years until the 1940s, George operated a mail run by horse and sulky in the Tyndale district and
around Woodford Island and in spite of the floods, left the run with never a day missed. Lily, his wife
died in 1929 aged 49 years. She was a sugar diabetic.

Another one of the sidelines was delivering milk. The milk in cans in the horse drawn cart, the "driver" on
a step at the back. The Yagers also carted stone broken up for roadwork. George was the first man in the
Clarence area to transport cattle on a float to the South Grafton saleyards. Also a sideline for George was
selling sawn wood by the cartload. He had a circular saw run by a motor.

A staunch member of the Grand United Order of Oddfellows, he was a Past District Master. He was also
a past secretary of the Brushgrove Common. On 2™ October 1912 he was appointed Pound Keeper.
George also delivered blocks of ice, for the ice boxes of the time, to anyone on the island who didn't have
a river frontage.

In March 1913 his new residence was completed. George enjoyed good health until the October before
his death and retained an active interest in his business. He died in the Lower Clarence Hospital at
Maclean, 13 June 1955 aged 79 years.

Joseph Bradfield Jnr*, born 1842 on the BarrowWell Estate of Seaham, spent his youth in
the Williams river region. He came north with his parents and brother Matthew around 1869
and settled on Palmers Island, in the lower Clarence River, following the occupation of
Teamster and Carrier. In December 1878 he married Christina McDermid, whose family
were also then living on Palmers Island. It is quite probable that the McDermids and the
Bradfields were well acquainted when they lived in the Williams River district. Other
associated names of families who made the journey north to settle in the Clarence River
region include McPhee, McLean, Johnson etc.

Christina McDermid was the fourth child of Hugh McDermid and Jessie McPhee who had
been married at Clarence Town (Williams River) 20 March 1849. Jessie McPhee had arrived
in Australia with her parents and siblings on the vessel Brilliant on 20 January 1838 when
she was only eight years of age. Seven of Hugh and Jessie's children were born in the
Williams River area before the family moved north to Palmers Island, where another six
children were born.

After Joseph and Christina were married they settled in Grafton where their ten children
were all born. Sadly, three daughters and one son died in childhood, while another son died
at the age of twenty-two years. However, their youngest daughter, Rosella Kallatina
Bratfield born 1893, married 1915 to Harris Edward Claude Page, had five children, and
eventually died in her ninety-ninth year.

Joseph was always a hard working and honest man and was highly respected in the
community, as was his wife Christina. Some of his descendants still live in the Clarence
River region of NSW, but few, if any, have Joseph's surname - which he chose to be
Bratfield instead of the name in which he was baptised - Bradfield. Both Joseph and
Christina are buried in the Church of England Cemetery at South Grafton. (Enid Tognolini
1999)

* The “Jnr” addition to Joseph’s name was not seemingly used in his lifetime but I have added it to these notes
and where his name is used to distinguish him from his father. (N\M 2023)

A little bit out of sequence here I have put SARAH before her older brother THOMAS (who
is the 6™ child of Joseph and Ann) to provide consistency with the family history I will be
adding to the Thomas line in later sections of this book — (Neville Maloney 2023)

Enid Tognolini (nee Reeves) continues her story:

Sarah Bradfield was my Great Great Grandmother, and died over eleven years before I was
born. Unfortunately I do not have any photos of her, and the only photo I have of any of her
children is that of Alice Sophia, her first-born, from whom I am descended. That photo was
obtained for me by the kindness of Eileen M. Richards, nee Woods. I feel sure that other
photos exist

I had at first thought of continuing the "Bradfield Story" with the material I have re Sarah, but then realised
that Sarah's husband, Frederick George Johnson, (my Great Great Grandfather) came to Australia with his
parents and brother and sister, and already had an Aunt (his father's half sister) in the Colony who was married
and had her own family. Having researched as much as I can about the Johnson Family, I have decided to put

together a separate "book" about the Johnsons, and merely present this brief outline of Sarah to be included in
"The Bradfield Story".

Sarah was the youngest child of Joseph and Anne Bradfield, was born at Seaham, N.S.W. on
23 March 1847, and was baptised on 16" April 1847 at the Catholic Parish of East
Maitland. She married Frederick George Johnson at the Church of England in Seaham on
03" May 1866, and her marriage certificate is the first occasion where I can find her
surname becoming "Bratfield".

Sarah's first child was born at Seaham, the next two had their births registered at Raymond
Terrace, but the fourth child was registered at Maclean as the family had then moved to
Palmers Island. The remaining nine children were also born at Palmers Island.

Sarah died on February 25th 1919 at Condong, Tweed River, and is buried with her husband
in the Florence Street Cemetery, Tweed Heads, NSW. (ET 1999)

A little bit out of sequence again I have put SARAH the 7™ child ahead of her older brother
THOMAS (who is the 6™ child of Joseph and Ann) to provide consistency as I continue in
later sections with Thomas’s son Patrick, my grandfather. (Neville Maloney 2023)

The Bratfield/Bradfield spelling issue becomes a messy affair as we work through
Thomas’s family. In notes from Enid Tognolini she refers to Thomas as Bradfield but it is
pretty clear that he was always knows as Thomas BRATFIELD (newspaper articles and his
headstone). I will usually refer to him as Bratfield.

The name of his wife Bridget is equally confusing. Enid uses the spelling Callaghan and

with good reason her first child John Henry was named Callaghan (before she was married)
on his birth certificate. BUT a newspaper notice concerning her father’s will spells his name
as Calinan and her marriage certificate her name is spelt Callian. There are other references
and I have seen O’Callian so I have notes with a variety of spellings. I have left her name as

Callaghan in Enid’s notes but I have settled on Callian as the correct spelling. (Neville
Maloney 2023)

Thomas Bratfield was born at Seaham in 1844, the sixth of seven children of Joseph
Bradfield and Anne Riordan/Reardon.

He married Bridget, the daughter of John and Margaret Callaghan/Callian/O’Callian who
was born 26 September 1844 near Brookfield, which is between Clarence Town and
Dungog. It is most probable that the Bradfield and Callaghan/Callian/O’Callian families
were friends of long standing.

When Bridget was nineteen years she gave birth to a son who was registered as John Henry
Callaghan, by Bridget's second cousin, Michael Roach of Ballydrade. (also spelt as
"Ballidrihid") The following year, 1864, Thomas Bradfield and Bridget were married, and
together with the toddler John Henry (Harry) they came from the Williams River by bullock
dray to settle on "Rosedale", a grant of land near Stroud.

Thomas and Bridget lived and worked on "Rosedale” all their (married) lives, and, including
John Henry, they had seventeen children. Sadly in 1877 they had twins, two sons, who did
not survive, and it is believed that these little ones were buried on "Rosedale”.

Thomas and Bridget must have been wonderful parents, and photos of their 'children' show
elegant young ladies and handsome young gentleman. I am told (by one of Bridget's grand-
daughters) that Christmas Day was always spent at "Rosedale” with the entire family
present.

Of their sons it would appear that Joseph and George (and their respective families) chose
to work within the Sydney region; Patrick moved to the Northern Rivers District of New
South, living and working around Ulmarra, and later at Tullymorgan in the Clarence River
region.

John Henry (Harry) had his own farm at Gloucester, and his younger brother Thomas
(Tom) worked for him on the land.

Adjoining "Rosedale” was "Lilydale', which Horace bought in 1919, and at the back of
"Rosedale" and "Lilydale" was "Leighton" which Thomas Jnr (Tom) purchased after John
Henry's death when the Gloucester Farm was sold. Sadly Vincent died just before his
eighteenth birthday.
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Of the daughters, four married and moved from "Rosedale" (they were Lillian, Amy
Christina, Evelyn Malvina, and Nettie Vera Pearl), while Mary Ann & her daughter
Evar (Nean) remained at home. Beatrice May lived and worked in Sydney all her adult
life.

After the death of Thomas in 1907, Bridget and the unmarried members of her family
remained at ""Rosedale", until eventually only Mary Ann, Nean, and Archibald were left.
These three then put a manager in charge and moved to Gloucester to live. Archibald's Will
of 1978 gave the first option to purchase "Rosedale" to his niece (Mrs) Daphne Nicholls, but
she declined the honour, and Mark James (Jim) Bratfield took advantage of the second
option to purchase "Rosedale", adding it to his own holdings in that area. (Enid Tognolini 1999)

Thomas died of Influenza (10 days) and Pneumonia (5 days)

The place he died is listed as Telegherry, essentially a forest timber getting region, about
50kms NW of Stroud where he lived.

BUT Thomas’s name is spelt Bradfield!! (Note that Thomas signed his name with a
mark but Bridget signed her own name).

| can’t find where Ballidrihid in NSW was but it must have been around Stroud. It
does however indicate that Bridget’s family may have come from the Ballydrehid
region in Tipperary, Ireland. Her second cousin, Michael Roach who registered her
first son’s birth is listed as coming from “Ballydrade”.

Bridget's father, John Callian, did give his consent to the marriage in 1864.

At some point after the marriage of his parents John’s surname was changed to Bradfield
(See his death Certificate on following pages).

John Henry ended his own life by suffocation caused by hanging. (On the next pages there is
a detailed newspaper article covering the inquest into his death).

Harry was born in 1863 and died in
1907. That year was a difficult year in
the Bradfield/Bratfield family. His
younger brother, Vincent, died in
September just 18 years old and then
just 5 days later his father, Thomas,
died on September 18", In December
Harry arrived home to discover his
wife having an affair with his brother,
Tom. That must have proved all too
much and he took his own life.

Harry’s mother, Bridget, blamed Tom
for Harry’s death and held him
responsible for the welfare his son,
Percy, and his widow, Mary! (Source
is Enid Tognolini 1999)

Percy was the only one of his
generation to attend private schooling
at Scots College & Sydney University.
He was obviously talented.

Harry and Mary only had one child,
Percy Colvin Bradfield born in 1894
he married in 1938 and died in 1985.

Hi, My name is Sally Bradfield and I spent many years (try twenty) travelling the globe working in
marketing and communications on the professional tennis circuit. Yes, I met and worked with all the
household names you can think of: Serena and Venus Williams, Roger Federer, Rafael Nadal, Anna
Kournikova, Maria Sharapova, Novak Djokovic...

My first real tennis job was a WTA Communications Manager. The WTA stands for Women's Tennis
Association. Watch the movie on Billie Jean King (who I am also proud to know), called ‘Battle of
the Sexes’ to understand how the women’s tennis tour began. I remember starting this job and being
blown away by being paid to travel around the world, staying at five star hotels, eating room service
and watching tennis. I said to a few long term employees — how could you ever get sick of this? Then
the real work began. As the meat in the sandwich between getting players, sponsors, fans and
tournaments together, the communications team are always fighting an uphill battle. You work 14
hours a day, 7 days a week and get yelled at a lot. But you do meet amazing people, see
unbelievable places and watch astonishing athletes at play.

About ten years ago, I gave it all up to settle back in Sydney. I am married to a former professional
player, now coach — Nicole Arendt (who is American, but moved here so we could live in the greatest
country in the world). I missed tennis and some of the travel. A bit like Hotel California, they kept
calling me back. Each year when the tennis came ‘down under,’ I worked at the Sydney tournament,
visited my friends at the Australian Open. Every couple of years, we went to Wimbledon. Nicole often
played the legends event and we are given special access forever as Nicole’s a member of the Last 8
club (having reached the Wimbledon Doubles Final). We feel very lucky and blessed to be able to
keep in contact with the old and new crews, without having to travel full time.

A few years ago, I talked about writing a book about my life on the tennis circuit. I enrolled in and
completed a Masters in Creative Writing at Sydney’s UTS. There I started my fictional novel. The
first title was ‘Balls in my Face.” My UTS lecturers hated the title, but I thought it was brilliant. The
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first draft took my several years and it was way too close to a thinly veiled autobiography. Fun for
me and interesting to others, but likely to end up in litigation. At some point, I will write my
autobiography, but it will be truthful, rather than hiding under the fiction tag.

As the drafts evolved, the protagonist, Katie Cook, became less Sally Bradfield and more her own
person. An amazing thing happened, she started to speak to me. She was her own woman (twenty-
eight and full of opinions). She was certain of the way her story should be told. I was not always in
agreement. She mostly won!

The tennis characters in the book are all fictional, but the world they live in, is very real. It was
important to me that those in the know, felt the book was an accurate depiction of life on the Tour.
So far the feedback from those people has been extremely positive, which was really fulfilling. They
said it was like ‘reading about my life.’

For almost twenty years Sally Bradfield has worked with the who’s who of tennis.

She has travelled the globe working as a Communications Manager/publicist for the WTA Tour. She
worked alongside Venus and Serena Williams, Maria Sharapova, Martina Hingis, Monica Seles,
Anna Kournikova and hundreds more.

Subsequently she joined the men’s tour as Brand Manager for the ATP. She ran major events with
Roger Federer, Andy Murray, Rafael Nadal, Novak Djokovic and many other household names.

Cherry season is just around the corner, and for orchardist Samantha Flanery, that sweet
crunch through the glossy fruit is synonymous with joy.

“We took over the property a week before harvest in 2019 and no sooner Covid hit, so it
was a very interesting introduction, to say the least."

A run of wet seasons also limited production, with rain splitting fruit and sodden soil leading
to the loss of trees, however so far the stars have aligned for the coming harvest.

“The current season is positive, we've had the winter chill hours required for sweetness,
and lovely spring rain, and the cherry trees are responding, carrying an exciting full load.”

Young, situated on the NSW South West Slopes, is a prime cherry growing region,
benefitting from rich soils, an advantageous climate, and an altitude high enough to achieve
fruit sweetness.

“There’s enormous international demand for our Australian cherries, and thanks to air
freight they can be in Asia just 72 hours after they’re picked, with these consumers more
inclined to pay a premium,” Samantha explains.

Samantha and Tony run a highly diversified operation, and for the past thirty years their
main focus has been fine wool and lamb production in conjunction with broadacre

cropping.

A run of dry seasons experienced between 2000 and 2019 prompted the couple to explore
how they could use their limited amount of land more intensely, for increased production
and further business growth.

After years of consideration, in 2019 they purchased another mixed farm, 35 kilometres
from their home property, consisting of a beef feedlot, cropping opportunities, and an
established cherry orchard with a water license.

While Tony had some previous experience growing dryland cherries, the couple admits
they jumped into the deep end relatively blind.

“Ignorance really is bliss,” Samantha laughs.

The Flanerys grow ten different cherry varieties, each with its own genetics and unique
pollination requirements — a further aspect of production facilitating newfound knowledge
and skills.

With 8,000 existing mature and productive trees, the Flanerys’ are in the process of
expanding the orchard by 20,000 — planting an additional 4,000 trees each year.

“Eventually it will be a significant orchard, but we’re taking our time, it's capital intensive and
risky so we want to make sure we can solidify our decision-making annually and look after
the trees we have.”

The couple has also invested heavily in automated irrigation and fertigation, whereby
nutrients are integrated into the irrigation system and dripped onto trees, controlled
remotely.

Used extensively in the almond industry, the Flanerys’ have adopted a Phytech irrigation
system across their orchard which has extensive tree monitoring capabilities to ensure
optimal water use efficiency.

Harvest begins in mid-November, ensuring cherries are adorning tablescapes throughout
the festive season.
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All fruit is hand-picked, hydro cooled and placed in cold storage within the hour, before it's
shipped to the local pack house, Back Creek Orchard, where it is packed for customer and
export orders.

The Flanery family has spent the past four years planting new trees, and this harvest they
will enjoy the fruits of their labour, with the Santina Cherries they planted two years ago
now blooming.

“I' just adore cherries, | go into the orchard and eat them off the tree, testing them for
firmness and sweetness, and it really is a joy.”

Samantha would like to see
the day when cherries are a
summer staple, rather than
a premium product, and has
just signed off on new
branding and innovative
packaging for their brand,
Solferino Cherries.

“Personally, | don’t want to
pay for squashed cherries in
the bottom of the traditional
bag, so I've designed a two-
layered box, with a see-
through lid so the cherries
really can sell themselves.”

“They will look stunning to the consumer, and reduce wastage, so it’s really exciting — we’ll
see how it goes, I'm certainly no marketing guru, but I've been buying cherries for decades,
and | know this is how | would like my cherries presented.”

Solferino Cherries are sold through Coles supermarkets, as well as on the Brisbane and
Sydney market flood and into the Asian market, with the early varieties due to hit
supermarket shelves mid-November.

Samantha, a former lawyer and later a full-time mother to four daughters, said the
opportunity to expand came just at a time when she was looking for something to invest her
time and passion into.

"My youngest daughter had just finished high school, and I'd been helping Tony on our
broadacre operation, but | felt like | needed something to sink my teeth into."

‘I manage the day-to-day operation, with huge support from Tony, and it's been wonderful.”

“Tony has been home since finishing university, so our original property is well and truly a
mature operation, and some staff have been with us for 30 years now, so it's an enterprise
that almost runs itself.”

“We just always hope that cherry picking and the canola harvest don’t coincide come
November — then we’ll really know we’re alive.”

With their daughters now aged between 19 and 27, Samantha said the family was starting
to talk about what the future looks like.

"The girls all love agriculture, they can drive a chaser bin and drench a sheep and have
always been very hands-on. This new enterprise also provides increased options for the
family going forward.”

& Fran) Farm at Boorowa NSW

Galong graziers Hugh and Fran Flanery are primed to continue producing the highest
quality first-cross Poll Dorset lambs they can.

After coming through several years of prolonged drought conditions, the pair was able to
maintain their Merino-ewe breeding base.

And - with this year's excellent seasonal conditions panning-out - are now pushing ahead
with their sheep and cropping enterprise.

Typically, the Flanery's run a 2200-head Merino ewe flock, of which about 90 per cent are
joined to Poll Dorset sires for prime lamb production and the remainder to Merinos for
breeding replacements.

They have been using rams from Springwaters Poll Dorsets, based at Boorowa, for many
years.

Mrs Flanery said consuming their own lamb produce ensured that they were well aware of
the eating quality of the meat that drives them to strive for the best end-product.

She said their passion for cropping and pasture improvements has helped their business
get the sheep flock through the past three tough years.

"This year the lambs will finish really well, so we will target markets seeking heavier lambs,"
Mr Flanery said.

"But, during the spring and summer we make sure we are in regular contact with our agent
- David Corcoran - to find the best selling options for our stock."

Wool produced by the Flanery's Merino ewes has an average fibre diameter of 18-19-
micron and average cuts are about three to five kilograms per head (depending on the
season).

"At the end of the day, we want to be producing a top quality eating product from a well-
framed ewe that can birth easily and provide us with fast growing, quality lambs," Mrs
Flanery said.

"We are seeing consistent genetic results in our prime lambs - which we acknowledge is
the work (and therefore gains) made by our stud supplier - and we are getting good returns
each year.

In coming years, the Flanerys plan to continuing building-up
their sheep enterprise.

A range of tactics to lift lamb survival are being implemented,
including planting more trees in shelter belts along with making
pasture improvements to help boost soil nutrition and help to
drought-proof the property.

The couple make sure to stay abreast of research and
development in sheep and cropping production systems to
ensure their business continues to grow and risks are
addressed.

Fleur Flanery is the Director of Outlandish Pty Ltd, who hosts the biennial Australian
Landscape Conference (ALC) in Melbourne. Having bought the Conference in 2019, Fleur
hit the ground running — both figuratively and literally, as Fleur is a keen runner — navigating
the many and varied challenges and postponements of Covid-19. She managed, despite
these hurdles, to provide a great myriad of ideas and presenters during the 2021
Conference.

Fleur is a ball of energy with a passion for these fields, so | wanted to know some more
about her background, her ‘journey’ thus far and what she has planned next.

In terms of background and experience my first degree was in communication and public
relations and | worked as an event organiser for a couple of years. | really loved doing
events and being creative, but | had got married really young and had children young. So, |
just couldn’t be away all the time and do the hours that are required

As | age, I've realised | have also been quite emotionally driven. | grew up in a beautiful
garden that was my grandparents’ and then my parents’ garden.

| did a communication degree at University of Canberra because | live at Yass, so it’s the
closest place.

And then | thought ‘oh gosh, | now need to go and get a job’ because I've basically been
studying for eight or nine years. | was trying to work out what would | do, how would |
manage my children, how that would work with my husband beginning on a farm and
working in a rural industry, so | basically panicked a bit and got quite depressed. | then went
and worked in an administrative role with a fabulous organisation called Land and Water
Australia. | worked for Land and Water Australia for 7 1/2 years under a man called Andrew
Campbell, who was the Executive Director. Andrew was the first facilitator of Landcare and
Bushcare, so that really opened my eyes up to environmental management of land and
landscape.

Then | worked for Greening Australia, doing more environmental management and
connecting landowners to research. And then a friend of mine was in the ACT government
and said there’s a job managing Canberra’s urban forest and doing some strategic planning
around that, so that stepped me into government, which is where I've spent the last sort of
12 or 15 years, so | haven’t had a stepping-stone career and when my father died the grief
really kind of consumed me.

When | found out the ALC was being sold by Sue and Warwick Forge, | was with my mum
and said ‘Oh my gosh, I’'m so sad this is going to finish because we always did it together.’ |
haven’t been to all of them, but | went to them early in my career and returned to them
again later. | was really sad and said ‘I'd love to do this’ and mum asked ‘why don’t you?'.
And | thought, ‘why don’t I?’. It took a couple of weeks to contact Warwick and even when |
bought the business, | wasn’t entirely sure if | wanted to do it, instinctively, or whether | was
still trying to just find something that fit. But I’'m really happy about it, because there’s just so
much to see and learn, so it’s kind of a bit of a confluence of things that | did earlier in my
career. You need that creativity and that special someone who has the interest to look into
them and | want to share those ideas, which is basically what | started with at Land and
Water Australia, sharing ideas.

Why is you business Outlandish? Outlandish stands for the ‘outstanding landscape’, so it’s
not just the Australian Landscape Conference. | didn’t want it to be put in a box, | don’t think
like that, so | thought that’s what the event is called, but my business is looking for
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‘outstanding landscapes’. Whether that’s travel experiences, whether it's smaller or more
bespoke events in regional areas.

| have grown up in a very male- dominated environment, in terms of two brothers and three
cousins all being male, so | was the only female in 17 years in the Flanery family. I've never
ever thought of myself, or my parents never gave me the impression that | couldn’t do
something because of my gender. I've sat around so many tables where maybe I’'m the only
woman. I've always tried to just be a reasonable person and take people as they are, so the
challenges have definitely been more around having children. Just managing children as a
young person and not knowing that when you come out of Uni and you do something, you
don’t have to have all the skills. Those skills take years, time and dedication. I'm very
action- oriented and often think ‘oh | should know how to do that’, but it really does take
quite a long time to have a good design sense.

Fleur like her brother is an accomplished runner and has won a variety of events in the
Canberra region.

Estate agent Bob Guth acquired Bradfield and Prichard in 1980 from Peter Bradfield and Barry
Prichard, whose fathers, Percy Bradfield and Roy Prichard, established the company in 1927.

The agency retains the Bradfield name which is held in huge esteem given Percy’s father

Since 1980 the agency has gone from strength to gth with mid-tier sales reliability. It also

manages one of the largest property S in the eastern suburbs.
The name change follows 2 appointment of salesperson Georgia Cleary as a partner

and director.

No. Percy is not related to John Job Crew Bradfield, just look back a few pages and you
can see who is family is. His father was John Henry Bradfield. Percy was 13 when his father
committed suicide and he may have made-up a different family history to cope or it may
have been an effective marketing ploy to promote integrity to his Real Estate business.

There was virtually no information about Joseph and I have pieced together a little about his
life from brief articles.

When Joseph was married in 1892 he is listed as living in Bega and his wife was born in
Eden so the assumption is they met on the south coast. He was managing a store in Bega.

I have found a notice with Joseph Bradfield elected as an Alderman in Bega in 1893 and that
is a maybe it is him. There are also two newspaper articles from 1904 of Joseph Bradfield
one of him selling his goods at auction and the other moving to a job managing a business in
Taree where he was a draper. (See articles next page). That business was destroyed by a fire
in 1905 and interestingly enough a Joseph Bradfield at that time applied for a cattle brand in
the Dungog area where his family all lived.

A death notice, next page, says that he worked at Mark Foys department store for many
years (it is well known in the family that his sister Beatrice worked at Mark Foys as well). It
also says he lived at Punchbowl. (The spelling of his name in that notice is Bradfield)

Joseph died in Sydney in 1932 and is buried in Rookwood Cemetery.

Joan Patricia Bradfield

Joan was the second child of George and Margaret Bradfield, she lived at Nambucca Heads and I
called in and saw her a couple of times in the 1990°s She seemed to like a drink and started fairly
early in the day. The last time I saw her was in 2003 with my mum, Ivy, when Joan was in a nursing
home in Coffs Harbour and she had dementia.

John (Jack) W Bradfield

Jack was the youngest of George and Margaret’s three children, he was born in 1917. I can find
very little about him, however, Beryl Lyons (Bradfield) remembered meeting him. Her recollection
was that he was a big man and lived at Dulwich Hill in Sydney. He called into her place several
times in the 1950’s after Beryl married and moved to Sydney herself.

He was involved with the Catholic Church but fell out with and told Beryl “I came out with the
truth” He may have been involved in the horse racing industry as well.
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George Bradfield’s Family:

His grand-child(ren)

I only know of one grandchild. The son of Mary Waugh and Alex Sweeney and that is John
Sweeney. The stories below were very much hearsay and foggy recollections that is until I

researched some reliable sources that proved the stories about John Sweeney are in fact
correct. (NM 2023)

In the late 1990s the Sydney District Court jailed three priests who comprised the entire
leadership of the St Gerard Majella Society. This society, operating in the Parramatta
diocese in western Sydney, consisted of a core of three priests who recruited and “trained” a
pool of young Brothers. The three priests were convicted for committing sexual offences
against the trainees.

FATHER John Sweeney, then 59, head of the order, was sentenced on 18 July 1997 to
2 years 3 months jail (18 months minimum) after a jury found him guilty of three counts of
indecent assault against a 19-year-old trainee Brother. Sweeney still faced further charges
involving five other young males.

Society of St. Gerard Majella

Society of St. Gerard Majella Order of religious teaching brothers founded as a diocesan
Religious Congregation in 1958 by John Gerard Patrick Sweeney, a former parish priest
of Our Lady Queen of Peace at Greystanes who became superior general. The order
described as “something of a pedophile organisation managing a male harem,” had three
ordained priests, each of whom had been jailed in relation to sexual assaults of young men
considering a religious life with the order. The sexual abuse continued for decades, right
under the noses of the diocesan authorities, but the church ignored it and the victims had
nowhere to go. Bishop Bede Heather quietly disbanded the order 16" December 1994,

1. St. Gerard Majella authority Society administered the Catholic parish church at
Greystanes (near Parramatta), of which John Sweeney was the parish priest. It trained
novice Brothers (some beginning as young as 16), who were bound by rules of obedience to
the priests in charge.

Society of St. Gerard Majella Cases

Sweeney case John Gerard Patrick Sweeney (1938-), a St. Gerard Majella brother, head
of the order, helped administer the Newman Catholic High School.

1997 to 2 years 3 months jail (18 months minimum) after a jury found him guilty of three
counts of indecent assault against a 19-year-old trainee Brother. He lost Order of Australia
Medal over the offences, 1998.

Tom remained a bachelor
and had no children. (NM 2023)

For whatever reason Bridget held her son Tom responsible for the death of his older brother
John Henry in 1907. She made him responsible for the welfare etc of John’s widow and son,
Percy. This Tom did, ensuring that Percy had a good education, and moved the family to
property adjoining the rest of the Bratfield holdings at Stroud Road. Tom had been working
for John Henry (Harry) on the land for many years. (Enid T 1999)

The only personal reference about Thalia comes from a letter sent from Nean, the daughter
of Mary (Marie) Bratfield that was sent to Ivy Maloney, the daughter of Patrick Bradfield in
1966. The piece of that letter and that is all that there is of it that remains lists Thalia’s
address and that she is unwell. The letter was written about 4 weeks before Thalia died. It
also mentions that she did not move to Perth in Western Australia until after her mother died
which was in January 1966. So although many in the family knew that she went (or that
someone moved to WA she in fact only lived there for a few months.

Thalia was only 50 when she died in September 1966, and her husband Arthur Dittmer born
1913/14 died a few months later on the 10 Jan 1967. They did not have any children.

Her husband was already very
successful in education, business and politics by the time they married and they ran a general
store at Stratford about 10 kilometres south of Gloucester where he was an auctioneer as
well. When Amy married Thomas Carter in 1912 he was 40 years old (she was 34) and he
had been the mayor of Gloucester when it formed its first council. In 1933 they sold the
store at Stratford and moved north to a property called “Shannon Vale”, near Bretti about
35km north of Gloucester near the Manning River. It must have been a large house because
they had large social events with a 100 or so people dances at their home. The obituary of
Thomas in 1938 provides a lot of information about his life and where the family lived. See
it on later pages. (NM 2023)

In 1933 Tom Carter, Amy’s husband, bought the property “Shannon Vale” at Bretti north of
Gloucester and today on the tourist route, Thunderbolts Way, that runs from Gloucester to
Inverell. “Shannon Vale” is about 35 kilometres north of Gloucester; the farm is mentioned
in the newspaper articles I retrieved from Trove (the digital newspaper resource at the
National Library) and it remains in the Bratfield/Carter family line.

Marie Gregory and her husband Kelvin run the farm today as a beef cattle operation until
1967 it was a dairy farm. The original farm was about 1200 acres and it remains but the
generations have added to it and also sold some of those purchases. It’s mountainous
country.

The following 4 pages are details of the estate of Arch Bratfield. I have included them in all
their detail because they list all of his nephews and nieces who were alive when he died in
1979 and they show his assets and his consideration for their disbursement and the value and
cost of property and expenses at the time.
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Ancestor Summary

This list applies to all of Arch’s siblings and I have added the names here as a reminder of
the Bratfield/Bradfield linage.

Thomas is the father of Arch and 16 other children (two of whom died at birth). My
grandfather Patrick was one of the 17 children of Thomas.

Arch’s grandfather Joseph was the child convict transported to Australia in 1818 it is his
portrait that graces the cover of the book.

John Bradfield his father we know very little about but can surmise that his life was tough as
he lived through a time of social upheaval and the Napoleonic wars where many English
soldiers lost their lives and conditions where they lived must have been difficult.

The history records stop with Joseph Bradfield who was born in 1763 but he is the oldest
recorded member of this line of Bradfields. He is my 4 great grandfather, which is 7
generations of the family.

Leanne’s grandmother was Daph Allen who married John Nicholls.
(A note here about the two Daphs:

Two of Thomas Bradfield’s daughters, Amy and Eve, had children names Daphne, the Daph
Allen mentioned here who lived near Stroud and Daph Carter (Amy’s daughter) who
married John Matthewson and lived near Gloucester. They were first cousins. My mother
referred to both of them by their maiden and married names leading to some confusion. [
was never sure how many Daphs there were nor who was who, hence this little explanation)

Leanne Schultz married Brett Standing and they now own the Stroud Post Office, they
purchased the building and the business in 2008.

The Stroud Post Office was built in 1884 and is considered one of the finest in the Hunter
region. An article was written in The Maitland Mercury & Hunter River General Advertiser
on the Ist November 1884 celebrating the buildings completion. The building is of brick
with concrete foundations and the internal walls are plastered. It was deemed as a rather
imposing new figure having a 32 feet frontage to the main road. It was noted in the article
that the colours were of “quiet character” chiefly being grey and pink. The woodwork is
Cedar and apart from the varnished stairs all woodwork was painted in colours to match the
walls. The Cowper street and

Erin street facing exterior

walls have decorative lines,

cornice under the eaves and

decorative arches — all run in

cement, and which give the

windows and doors, which are

circular and segment-headed, a

very attractive appearance.

Every room has two or more

ventilators and fanlights were

put in over every door with

cords so that one could open

and close them as required.

There was a wash house with

copper in the back yard and the

front of the yard was enclosed with a neat picket fence. The contractors were Messrs.
Bretnall and Poulton of Sydney, and it was erected under the inspection of Mr A Fitzpatrick
of the Colonial Architect’s office — who apparently approved highly of the finished product.
The property was restored in 1984 for its centenary, and it was privately licensed in 1993.
(The information about the PO comes from the Rural & Residential Property: The Pioneer
newsletter 2012)

Horace farmed initially dairy cows and latter cattle and bulls in the Stroud region from the

1920’s until 1956. He married Agnes Lecky in 1919.
His grandson Des Fittock adds to his story below.

Horace was one of 17 children of Thomas Bratfield (1844 -1907) and his wife Bridget
Callian (1844 — 1932) all born on the property named Lilydale, at Stroud Road NSW.

By what I remember hearing in days gone by, Horace was a very enterprising young chap.

The first that I remember hearing was that when the North Coast railway was being
constructed, he and others, probably contracted to move the spoil from the Dungog/Stroud
Hill tunnel by horse and dray toward Stroud Road. Some of this filling was used right up to
where the viaduct is on Lilydale to the Karuah River. As the work progressed, it was said
that if an “S” or “K” truck was released at the tunnel it would coast all the way to Stroud

Road.

Meanwhile, as the steel bridge was to be constructed over the Karuah river, Horace acquired
a team of horses and a 4 wheeled wagon and transported the steel girders etc from Booral

wharf to Stroud Road.

When the railway work was finished, he commenced dairying on Lilydale. He continued
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this until about 1956 with his wife
Agnes May (Lecky, 1898 — 1988) at
the age of 70 they both in company
of son Mark James Bratfield (1932
—2018) and Grandson Desmond
James Jasper Fittock, (1941 ----)
moved to Taree. Probably within a
year Jim had returned to the farm,
Lilydale, to continue farming until
his death in 2018.

Horace, Agnes and Des moved to
Raymond Terrace with Horace
passing away in1965. Des had
returned to Taree where he currently
lives (2023).

Agnes purchased a cottage on the
Southern end of Stroud Road, where
she remained until moving into aged
care at Gloucester until her passing
in 1988.

Strangely we don’t know very much about Pat’s early life: from 1870 when he was born until 1904
when he arrived in Tullymorgan at 34 years old it’s practically a blank slate. Some of the stories like
being related to John Crew Bradfield of Sydney Harbour Bridge fame are now demonstrably untrue;
whether or not he believed that story we have no idea. The only other claim about his life was that
he was a surveyor and this also seems unlikely. The eulogy at his son Neville’s funeral mentions a
specific job working on the construction of the Sydney Central Railway Station and this could have
been true, but it is unlikely that he was a professional surveyor; rather he may have worked with
surveyors on that job in the early 1900’s.

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Pat Bradfield moves to Tullymorgan

The earliest evidence of Pat living at Tullymorgan is the newspaper article “The Tullymorgan Lands”

below from 1908 where he is leasing land at Tullymorgan. The other evidence of why Pat moved
to Tullymorgan comes from the Obituary of Angus Sutherland in 1937. In the second column it
mentions that Angus encouraged Pat to move

to The Clarence region to stud a horse he

owned “Young Cavalier”. They studded that

horse from 1904 at Palmers Channel. Pat and

Angus remained good friends and undertook

many ventures together as articles in later

pages testify.

1904 until they sell it in Sydney in Aug 1909

Pat settles into the Tullymorgan community and attends meetings, acts as an MC
(master of Ceremony) at events and has some land resumed for a road to be built into Maclean.

The story below is interesting because Pat is the
MC at a birthday party for the Pringle family (The
article has him as D. Bradfield but those letter
mistakes are common the newspaper articles). His
future wife Annie was most likely present and
she would have been 18 and Pat 41.

Pat is 49 and Annie is 26 and already has a child, Gladys, who is 10 years old. (Gladys’s father may
have been a soldier in WW1 who did not return). The marriage proves solid and loving with the
couple being recognised as throughout the Tullymorgan community for their warm and inviting
home. They have a tennis court and games are played between the local communities from

Palmers Island to Ulmarra.

The home life is simple and the family grows and over the next 17 years Pat and Annie have 9
children. They all, except for Stewart who dies a few months after his birth in 1929, go to school at
Tullymorgan which is built on land resumed from the Bradfield farm. The farm has dairy cows and
they grow corn and other crops to support the herd. In later years Pat experiments with new
pastures and crops. He grows potatoes and according to his accounting books he was selling fish to
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the Brisbane Markets.

Pat is a regular newspaper
reader and keeps abreast of
nation and international
affairs. He listens to the radio
and at breakfast birds often
fly into the verandah and land
on his shoulder where he
feeds them some of his
crumbs.

He sets the family rules and
the kids have tasks around
the farm and he insists they
do their homework. And
learn their times tables.

Some of his sayings were
often repeated by his children
my cousins and | (Neville)
remember them from our
childhood: “You're as good as
anyone else” “Go and ask
yourself you have a tongue in
your head’ Pat seemed very
much the farmer philosopher.

It is
signed by the Bishop of Grafton because it has been granted “without publication of banns”. In
1919 this was still an issue. It meant that the proclamation of the wedding was not read out at the 3
preceding Sunday church services prior to the wedding and only a bishop could approve that.

Later photos show it in an increasing
dilapidated state but in this photo there is a garden, the gate look new and the roof is free of rust.
There is a glimpse of the rose beds that were each side of the front path.
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Life at Tullymorgan 1920 to 1950

In 1925 phone lines link them to the outside world and
the exchange just up the road provides jobs to local
women. Pat has a role at some point in managing the
switchboard operations. The phone in the house at
Tullymorgan is run by two large circular batteries.

In 1923 Annie has a Cheque/postal order some form of
government payment stolen and cashed that results in a
court case.

In 1930 Pat is elected president of the school P&C and he
is also elected to the management committee for a
public hall.
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In the years from 1920 to 1950 Pat and Annie have 9 children, in fact they have all 9 within 17
years and the last Rita is born in 1937. It’s not all smooth sailing the 6™ child, Stewart lives only 3
months, he probably had one of the many fever type diseases that were deadly until vaccination
became widely available

Late 1930’s/early 1940’s
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Pat Bradfield continues his involvement in the community he is involved in the P&C and is an
office bearer as president or secretary for many years. His son George (Red) often attends the
meeting with his father from the mid 1930’s for a many years as well.

Pat’s brother Horace comes for a visit in 1947 and

from copies of letters and cards that were sent to

Pat, it seems he kept in fairly close contact with his

siblings. He attended the funerals of his sisters in

the 1940’s and took his daughter Beryl with him to Gloucester in 1943 when Amy died.

They travelled by train from Grafton. Getting to Grafton must have been quite a task especially
before WWII. There were very few cars and especially in the early 1920’s just a few kilometres was
a fair distance to travel. Beryl remembers they used the Cream Run truck to get a lift to Maclean
and then back again in the afternoon. It seems the Cream Run vehicle doubled as a delivery and bus
service. Riding a horse was the obvious main mode of

transport but how they moved a family | am not sure. For

example, in 1925 they had 4 kids so to take the 6 of them

(mum & dad & the kids) to town especially all the way into

Grafton, about 40kms would have taken hours. Even

Maclean was about 15kms away and that included a trip

across a ferry.
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Annie Ernestine Pringle 28" september 1893 — 9" December 1950

Annie is the daughter of a prominent Tullymorgan family. Her father is Robert Arthur Pringle 1867
— 1948 who owns property and the Pringle family operate a sawmill, her mother is Harriett Ensby
1871 — 1943 both family lines trace back to England.

Annie’s home is a welcoming place relatives come to stay and during the depression she fed
swaggies and we even know the name of one, Ned Langrigan, who stayed in the area and did odd
jobs, and she gave them shelter and work when she could. She knitted during WWII and her socks
and scarfs were sent to soldiers on the frontlines. Like many farming wives she was self sufficient
and her days would have been busy from sun up to sun down. She made bread and in fact had to
get the yeast by leaving soaked potato skins out on the verandah to attract wild yeast.

In late 1949 she was in hospital for an operation and back in hospital again in 1950. Her death in
December 1950 was unexpected and a severe disruption to the young members of the family. Beryl
was 2 years into her Nursing qualifications but came home and although she later returned to
Sydney she never completed them. Pat must have been devastated he had just turned 80 and his
youngest child, Rita was just 13.

Annie in her 20’s Annie in her 50’s

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The house at Tullymorgan
It seems that Pat built the house and was living there prior to his marriage to Annie.

It was a typical farmhouse with a front verandah, a central hall with bedrooms on both sides at the
front and two small bedrooms off the hall on both sides, the hall leads into the dining room and the
kitchen is through a door to the left and at the back of the house is another verandah. | have no
idea how a family with 8 kids lived in the space. There was one tap in the kitchen about 40cm from
ground level that came through the side wall from the outside tank. A wood stove was the cooking
appliance. An ice-safe a green painted metal cupboard was cooled by a block of ice that was
delivered 3 times a week, by the 1940’s that was replaced with a kerosene fridge bought by George
(Red).

Electricity did not arrive until the 1960’s so the smell of burning kerosene pervaded the place each
evening. On the back verandah was a bathtub and later a wall separated it from the open verandah.
The outhouse was further out the back with pieces of newspaper on a hook.

The years 1948 and 1951 seem to have been a tough time for the Bradfield family both Pat and
Annie were in and out of hospital. Annie had an operation in Brisbane in December and that must
not have gone well, it was related to a gall stones

problem, because she died on the 9" of that month.

Pat had been in and out of hospital probably with lung

issues because it is mentioned in one of his admissions

that he had pneumonia. Fortunately hospital

admissions were mentioned in the personal/gossip

column of the daily papers.

By 1953 Pat is getting is getting better and holidaying.

Patrick Bradfield 1870-1960 - The Documents

There were a number of documents left in the Tullymorgan house and in a visit when it was
unoccupied in the late 1980’s | took some of them for “safe keeping”. Some of the documents on
the following pages, in particular the cards sent to Pat and Annie when Stewart died and then to
Pat when Annie died were in possession of Pat’s daughter Beryl who kept dozens of them in a box.

The first document, Pat’s Will, is pretty much
illegible but | have managed to decipher it
and include a transcript to make its reading
possible. The Will was made out in 1951 just
after Annie died.

There is also a letter from the solicitors after
Pat died to Ned and Red that makes it seem
that there could have been a later will than
the one | have copied here. The end of the 3™
paragraph in that letter mentions the
situation if they die without a Will.

The Will itself has the signature of Pat
Bradfield and on the left side are the
signatures of Neville (Ned) and George (red)
Bradfield.

It seems that he was selling fish to the Brisbane market in 1946 (From an exercise type account
book where Pat wrote out income expense information).

And the receipt below is from The Pasture Protection Board was for a payment paid by cheque in
June 1960 and it is made out to Pat and Neville (Ned).

The £2088 balance in 1956 is equivalent to about $40,000 today in 2023. So the farm was doing
well. The receipt for the watch that George (Red) bought was for £15 and that’s about $300 today
(2023). Watches were the high tech items at that time. To give some perspective to these values in
1956 a Holden car cost about £2000, Bread 10p (20c) a large loaf, milk 9p for =2 litres. Comparisons
are hard but the long term trend is that prices have tended to double each decade since 1960, but
not for cars. The wages for most people were about £15 a week in 1956 so the watch was
expensive.
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Sympathy cards and telegrams sent to Pat after Annie died in December 1950. The cards are a
small sample of the dozens received. The few shown here are from the community and extended
family.

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A letter from Evar Alexandrina (Nean) Bratfield - Dec 12" 1950

Nean is Pat’s niece the daughter of his sister Mary, who is referred to in the letter as Marie. Nean
lived her life as a spinster and presented to the world and the family as one of Pat’s siblings. (See
notes in Part of 1 about that generation of the Bradfield/Bratfield family).

Marie, Nean’s mother is quite unwell and she dies some months later in October 1951 The Tom and
Lil are Pat’s brother and his sister Lillian. Tom had eye trouble and had operations in Sydney from
1946 and he also had further complications in 1950 and Nean is referring to his recovery.

The farm she mentions is the family farm at Stroud Road where all of Pat’s family grew up. Nean,
with her Aunt Lillian and Uncle Arch did sell the farm to the son of another brother, Horace, and
they moved to Gloucester and lived in a house there together.

The 1% child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

Ivy was probably born in Maclean or with a mid-wife at Tullymorgan. She spoke of an
enjoyable home life with caring parents and often mentioned the days when as a family they sat
around the dining table and talked. She was proud to be a _
Bradfield and was strongly influenced by a visit she made to

her father’s extended family in Gloucester when she was

about 15. She had tonsillitis and had been in hospital and as

a recuperation tonic she went to visit her aunts and uncles.

Her sisters claimed she returned a “lady” well that was their

polite version the other was she was very “snooty”” and

displayed airs and graces and made demands on her siblings

to be better mannered.

ue 5 Sep 1939

I certainly remember sitting up at the dinner table and mum
getting dressed in better clothes to go shopping and doing
her gardening in stockings and high heels. But very few
demands rather requests for us to do the right thing and very
forgiving and understanding.

She left the family home in 1940 and moved to
Murwillumbah to work for Idy Eaton in a shop she had
recently purchased, the Handy Store.

The Eaton family had a shop, a small general store
something like a roadside stall at Tullymorgan and they
owned the cream run business. He died in 1936/37 and after
a year or two Ivy Eaton sold the business and moved to
Murwillumbah. She bought The Handy Store in mid 1939
and just after sent a letter to Annie & Pat asking if their
daughter, Ivy, could come and work for her. Ivy made a life-
long friend of Ruby Gear who was a cook at the store. |
think it gave Ivy an “I can do attitude” to life as well and Idy
Easton must have been a formidable role model.
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The Handy Store was a general store, a milk bar, a cafe and an agency for tickets and for goods
to left and picked up.

By the time the photo below was taken in 1954 much had happened. Idy Eaton seems to have
sold the store in 1949 to Laurie Jenkins and moved to Brisbane. Ivy has married and has 3
children.

Backing up a few years: Tullymorgan in the 1920’s was a pioneering sort of place and Pat
Bradfield was in the thick of the progress that was happening. Roads, a community hall and
school were built. Farmers were fencing their land and building up a dairy industry. And
someone in the Tullymorgan extended family

had a camera very early on because there is a

photo of Ivy just a few months old and one with

her brother George (Red) just a few years later.
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Like the rest of her siblings Ivy attended school on a regular basis and did quite well with little
aspiration for a future of academic life. Sports

and competition were important and all the

Bradfield kids do well at school and regional

sports. It is suggested that it is in fact a Pringle

trait inherited from their mother. Ivy wins the 8

to 9 year old running event at the Empire Day

sports carnival in 1928.

By the end of 1930 Ivy has 3 brothers and 2 more sisters: Red, Robbie, Snowy, Horace and
Beryl. The home has these 6 kids Mum and Dad and also Gladys a daughter Annie had in 1909
all 9 are living in the little Tullymorgan farmhouse. Ivy as an 11 year old must have been
helping, along with Gladys, their mother look after the younger ones. Gladys marries in
January 1932 she must have been very much the older sister to Ivy.

After Ivy returns from her recuperative months in
Gloucester in 1935 she works either in Maclean or
helps Ivy Eaton out with her business in Tullymorgan
but continues to have throat problems and finally gets
her tonsils out in February 1940. In the newspaper
story opposite there is mention about Lindsay the son
of Angus Sutherland Pat’s friend and also a mention
about Mr swift who bought the cream run business
from Ivy Eaton.

Later in 1940 Ivy moves to Murwillumbah and part of
her employment arrangement she has accommodation

with Mrs Eaton in a house near her shop.

The photo opposite is Ivy in Murwillumbah
Main St in 1941. Later in 41 she met Jack
Maloney at a dance (he was home on leave
from the army). In June 1942 she gave birth
to a son, Bruce and was now living with
Jack’s mother, Mary, in a house on the
corner of Brisbane and Condong Sts just a
few blocks along from the Handy Store and
on the site where the bowling club was later
built in 1949. Today (2023) that site has
been purchased and a Woolworths
Supermarket is to be built there. The house
was bought by Jack and Ivy and moved to
10 Elizabeth St.

Ivy and Jack married on 29™ August 1942
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Ivy with friends (Doris and Daphne) and her brothers
Robbie and Red who were both in the AIF Light
Horse and her sister Rita. The Photo was probably
taken when she visited the family in early July 1941

In the photo below Ivy (2™ from right) is about 15 she
is with her Aunts Marie and Madge and her cousin
Evar (Nean) at Stroud Road near Gloucester in 1935

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Ivy continued working for Ivy Eaton until 1949 when she sold the business. During these years
life changing things were happening. Ivy became a mother and married in 1942, she moved in
with Jack’s mother and found a kindred spirit and all of her life she spoke in glowing terms of
Mary Maloney and the love and affection and the help she provided when Bruce was young.

The letter below and following page was written in 1944. It seems Mary is visiting her sister
Elsie Ellis at Coutts Crossing and Ivy is visiting her family at Tullymorgan.
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The Regent Theatre was completed in 1947 and Mrs Eaton expanded her business but taking

the lease on the theatre shop, Ivy worked in there for a year or so. Bruce remembers spending
days with his mum when she worked at The Handy Store and he would cross the road, sit on

the fence and watch the calf sales taking place.

Ivy’s mother-in-law, Mary Maloney, died in April 1948, and The Handy Store was sold in
1949. Jack and Ivy bought the house that Mary had been renting and had it moved to Elizabeth
Street in 1949/1950

The in 50’s and most of the 1960°s are years of raising the family, the kids all go to
Murwillumbah Primary and High Schools, Bruce and Neville have asthma and this was a
constant worry for Ivy.

These decades bring change for everyone: electric stoves replace the labour intensive wood
stoves, washing machines slowly replace the wood fired coppers, television replaces the radio,
the outhouse is replaced with an indoor toilet, wall to wall carpet and venation blinds are
installed along with flyscreens, an electric heater replaces the kero one, electric frypans and
vertical grills let us know we are a modern family. Ivy goes along with all of this but still wears
stockings and gets dressed up to go out.

In 1966 the family move to 2 Thompson St,
Murwillumbah from an old wooden house into an art
deco plaster home. This house is “out of the flood” if
anything disturbed the peace of mind it was the stress of
constant floods, they came in 1941, 1945&46, a big one
in 1954, almost a flood in 1955, 58 & 61, in 1964 a
cyclone batters the town and threatens a flood. Water
went into the Elizabeth house 3 or 4 times during the
50’s and 60’s it was devastating and hard smelly work
to clean it all up and start again.
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After 1966 when moved house Ivy had enough labour saving devices and less children to
look after constantly to enable her join the CWA and spend time with women of her generation
at cards and charity functions. She assisted at catering for wedding and parties her sister-in-law
Elsie Dawes became her best friend and they travelled together on tours to Tasmania and
Central NSW & QId. She took up a paid job catering at the Golf Club and later as a carer for
older people cooking and cleaning for them. She enjoyed the independence and saw value in
work and it gave her “spending” money for the things she wanted. And it got her out of the
house and into the world although it was now more than 40 years after she started that venture
by leaving Tullymorgan.

At Ivy’s funeral her niece, Marie Melski, in her eulogy said:

“Today is a celebration for Ivy Maloney — our aunt, our mother, grandmother, great
grandmother, sister, sister-in-law, friend, and my mentor for whom we gather.

Ivy joined our family when she married Uncle Jack, and moved into the family home where
Nanny still lived. Nanny’s home had been the base in Murwillumbah for her daughters (my
mum Nita included) when they came into town to shop. We children were left with Nanny
while Mum and her sisters went up town. And so began a life long tradition — coming into
town to stay with Nanny, and when she died - Uncle Jack and Aunty Ivy. Most of the cousins
here today would have at some time stayed with Auntie lvy, some for extended times, some
for only a day or a few hours — but who ever we were, Ivy always welcomed us with open
arms. That same welcome was extended to all her sisters-in-law, who became like her
sisters, with that bond still continuing to the present with Auntie Elsie, with whom Ivy
enjoyed holidays, endless games of cards, and many dinners together

But most importantly it was her philosophy on life which I honour — the fact that people
were the most important thing for her. Not how much money she could have had — not
material success at all — but her love and concern for those close to her typified her outlook
on life. Nothing pleased her more than to take members of her family out for dinner, to get
dressed up, and enjoy their company for the evening.

Thinking of dressing up — Ivy took great pride in her appearance, her hair always just so —
her cloths suiting her down to the ground. I asked her recently if she had ever worn slacks,
as I had never seen her in them. Well she thought for a while — then replied that perhaps
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she had owned a pair when she was young — but never liked them. As John once said —
Mum was the only person I knew who wore high heels to the beach, and mowed the lawn in
high heels!!!

Along with the dinners, came the flutter on the pokies — she had a knack of picking a
machine — up and leaving it if “The dam thing isn’t paying tonight!”” and moving on to
another. All in good fun and after all where else could you get a good night out for less!!!

If not taking people out to dinner — then having them come to her home gave her great
pleasure. No use saying that you didn’t feel like anything — out would come the coffee or
tea, the cakes or plates of savories. Nearly always lurking in the fridge was a bowl of
coleslaw, or slaw as she used to call it. “I just

love making cups of tea for visitors” she often

commented. How many of us remember those

happy occasions

And who could forget her pride in her garden
— how the lawn had to be mowed to within an
inch of it’s life — no blade of grass would dare
to grow out of line!! Then there were the edges
— especially along the footpath. They had to
be neatly edged with a spade — and she would
get out there and make sure that it was done
properly!!!”

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Ivy’s son Bruce worked at Partridge and Walkers, the Ford car dealership in Murwillumbah,
when he left school taking up a panel beater apprenticeship initially starting at
their repair shop in South Murwillumbah and later managing the paint-shop
crash repair department of the business that wrapped around the Regent
Picture Theatre in Wollumbin & Brisbane Sts. In the 1960°s, 70’s and 80’s the
car dealerships of Ford and GMH (Holden) were major businesses in most
towns and cities.

In 1985 purchased the Disposal store in the Main St, then in 1991 fire destroyed the shop but
true to his word (from the story below) he reopened, after having had to operating from a
temporary location in Wollumbin St for a year or so. He sold the shop and retired in 2005.

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2. GEORGE (RED) VINCENT BRADFIELD

13 September 1921 — 01 April 1994
The 2™ child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

There is a photo of Red when he was about 2
years old back a few pages in the section on
Ivy and that’s the only childhood photo. He
seemed a shy kid and the story goes that he
used to run and hide when visitors came to
house. He seemed to get along well his father
and both attended community meetings
together Red was a big man taller than his
father and in the photo opposite they present
as a formidable duo.

An incident one day may indicate the
temperament of Red and his sister Ivy. Jim
Rowles* was visiting in 1936 and was telling
Red that he was lazy and needed to do more
work around the farm, Red would have been
about 16 at the time and Ivy heard Jim getting
into Red so she told Jim to get out of the
house and leave. Their mother Annie was
away and Ivy decided she was in charge.

*the brother of Alf Rowles who was the husband
Gladys their elder half sister

Red joined the army at the very outbreak of
WWII in 1939 when was only 17. His service
number was NX47782 and when he enlisted
he gave his birth date as 13 Sept 1918/ (Check
correct year above)

Tullymorgan news from July 1941 Annie’s mother
is visiting and so is her daughter Ivy, claiming
from Lismore but that should have been from
Murwillumbah and George (Red) is home on
leave.
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Red in the army.

WWII must have been a time of concern about the fighting men especially those who like
Red were on the frontline. Initially he was in the Middle
East in the Light Horse and then recalled form there and
sent to Borneo in the AIF (No horses needed in Borneo).

In June 1940 Red seemingly was transferring between army
units. Other Tullymorgan recruits are mentioned in the news
story below. About 13 boys/men from Tullymorgan enlisted
in WWII and they all came home all without any serious
wounds.
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Red returns to Tullymorgan and works on the farm. As his father, Patrick, ages Red and Ned
take over more and more of the farm labour.

Photo opposite is Red on leave in early 1940’s
with his mother.

In 1946 Red is travelling to trotting events
with the Lindsay Sutherland and so the
Bradfield/Sutherland connection with horses
continues.

In July 1949 Red has an accident in a truck. While the
truck seems to have been damaged and bogged no one
seems to have been injured.
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After 1950 when his mother died the farm must have lost some
of her refinement and homely charm. Only Pat, Red. Ned and
Rita who was only 13 at the time were living at home. The
farm operated with good profits and the accounts that remained
showed Pat and his two sons as equal partners in the business
and Pat’s Will reflected that situation. Red’s bank book form
1967 but there were others with all of their names in them.

After his father died in 1960 (Rita had just married and moved
to Lawrence) Red lived on the farm with Ned but soon had a
wife and spent more and more time in Maclean. Red at some
point moved out of the deteriorating Tullymorgan home and
lived with Iris Sutherland not far away and still in
Tullymorgan.

Red was diagnosed with cancer in the early 1990’s and after
various treatments and finally chemo therapy in Brisbane
where he was accompanied by Iris and his sister Beryl. He died
in 1994 just a couple of days after he returned home to
Tullymorgan.
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3. ROBERT (ROBBIE) THOMAS BRADFIELD

11 September 1923 — 21 December 1994
The 3™ child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

Robert was always Robbie within the family his mates often called him Bob. Like his
siblings he (see their childhood notes) attended the Tullymorgan School and did chores on

the farm.

This newspaper article says he had just

completed his 3 months training and that

was in late May 1941

Robbie was probably driving trucks even

At school he was also good at athletics and at the
Empire Day sporting events in 1937 his
achievements in the senior student division are
listed in the newspaper report

His brother Horace won in junior divisions

He like his older brother, Red, Robbie enlisted in
the army in WWII and he must have waited until
early 1941 because he was only 16 in 1939, even
so he, like Red, gave the wrong year for his date
of birth stating 1922 rather than 1923. They were
keen on getting in to the Army.

before he enlisted helping out with deliveries with someone who had a business in Maclean.
In the army he was in a transport unit driving truck.

Both Robbie and Red were in Borneo at the same time and it turned out that Red was
travelling in the truck convey that Robbie was driving for at some stage but at the time
neither knew they were so close together only realising it much later.

Robbie’s army number was NX128222 He was at
the battle front in 1943 as this article states.
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Robbie and Mavis’s first child Warren John Bradfield was born in September 1947 and died
in November 1948. They were living at the time with Mavis’s sister Dorothea (Dorrie) and
her husband Bert Barnier on a farm at Tyndale near Maclean.

After the war Robbie became a gun cane cutter and managed a
very successful gang/team. The article opposite is about the 1953
cane season.

He married Mavis Beel in 1947 and after Warren they had four
more children.

Robbie Bradfield’s son Allan died in 1993 aged 38. He fell from a horse that he was riding
along a road near Lawrence NSW. He had been drinking and that may have influenced his
recklessness that evening. He fell hitting his head and seemed to be alright however he
developed a severe headache and died next morning.

Allan’s son Dean was just three and a half years old when
his father died, his mother later married Stewart McPherson
and Dean adopted his surname. The photo of Allan and the
two photos of him with Dean were given to me by Dean for
this book.

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4. DOROTHY (SNOWY) MAY BRADFIELD

17 September 1925 — 07 July 2009
The 4™ child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

| will have to call her Snowy because for so long | didn’t know she had another name. Let’s
start with Dorothy because that’s the name she was given and it appears on a few legal
documents only. At school and in her years before she married she was DORIS and at some
point the name changed to Snowy and that stuck.

Snowy was loud, boisterous and noisy her gravelly voice
and cackle laugh were legendary. Seems like even as a
child those characteristics were levelled at her and she
probably revelled in them.

The nephews and nieces loved Snowy and her house
became something of a pilgrimage back to Tullymorgan
after the Bradfield family home was no longer habitable
after the1960’s. Her sponge cake was raved about and
the casual nature and the way she made it was the talk of
any visit. There was a consensus that the ash from her
roll your own cigarettes that never left the corner of her
mouth was the secret ingredient that made her sponge
cake rise so well. (In truth probably all the fresh eggs was
the cause.) You lived wildly when you visited, chook pens,
tractor and horse rides, cows around the house and until fairly late in the piece a sloping
outdoor toilet. Generations of kids loved it. They also loved the non-stop supply of food:
breakfast, morning tea, lunch, afternoon tea, dinner and later supper and the best they all
came with dessert.

Her brothers and sisters would sound out
Snowy on family issues. They came to her
for advice and for her opinion or maybe she
was just a good listener of their concerns.

Snowy married George Richard Cavanough
in 1952 | had no idea his name was George
he was always known as DICK. So it is
clearly Dick and Snowy not George and
Dorothy.

BUT we are in spelling games yet again, as if the Bradfield/Bratfield issue isn’t confusing
enough the Cavanough name is likewise conflicted. The road up to Showy and Disk’s house
is called Cavanaugh Rd. Their son, Ricky, tells me there is also an unrelated family in
Tullymorgan called Cavanaugh but the road is named for Snowy’s in laws and is spelt
incorrectly. The marriage registration for Dick and Snowy has his name as George Richard
Cavanaugh but his headstone is Cavanough. The name the family uses is Cavanough and
that is what | am going with. (But there will still be the incorrect version on some photos
and lists).

When Snowy finished school at Tullymorgan she got a job at the Maclean Maternity
Hospital where they did pre and post natal care and this is where she worked as a nursing
assistant for a number of years and with that job she lived at the hospital during week and
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went home on weekends. And it was at these weekends that her sister Beryl remembers
the house became more lively and noisy. Beryl also had

her first job at the Maclean Hospital as her first job but

travelled to and from each day as a passenger on a

motor cycle with some likely local lad.

The 4 Bradfield sisters Ivy, Snowy, Beryl and Rita
obviously enjoyed life on the Tullymorgan farm; Snowy
related a tale of them having a horse called “Molly” that
the 4 of them would get on and ride without a bridle
just steering it by pulling on its neck.

One Christmas when Snowy was just a kid she woke up
very early to find her present under the Christmas tree,
she found it and promptly dropped it and the porcelain
doll inside shattered.

The sporting events on Empire Day in 1939 & 1937
when Snowy (Doris) was 11 and 13 where she excelled in the “egg and spoon race” and in
“eating the apple”. Note that Robert (Robbie) Horace and Beryl are also winners at these sports.

In September 1941 Snowy fell off a horse
and was in hospital. She was only 16 but it
mentions she is a “great patriotic worker”.

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5. HORACE (HORRIE) EDWARD BRADFIELD

9 June 1927 — 17 April 1998
The 5" child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

Rather than repeating the same information about the school days and a kids life in
Tullymorgan most of what Horace’s younger days were like is covered in the stories of Red,
Robbie and Snowy. He seemed good at sport and in addition to that played tennis with
some skill.

During WWII, and keep in mind he was only 12 in 1939 when the war started, he in the
latter years of the war 1944/45 drove a truck for a transport company delivering goods but
mostly wood into Maclean.

A few years after he finished school Horace sat an examination to get a job at White Bay
Power Station in Sydney. | assume it was a sought after job because they chose only the
best from a state wide examination procedure. In the newspaper article it mentions that he
achieved an Al pass.

Horace married Alma Eggins very soon after he took up his job in Sydney and they were
married in Drummoyne on June 12" 1948. Since the Eggins family lived near Maclean | can
assume the romance began before Horace got the job in Sydney and had to take up the
offer quite quickly which necessitated a wedding in Sydney if they were to live together.

Sometime in the 1950’s Horace returned to Maclean to run and manage the cane farm
owned by Alma’s parents. That farm was located near the Serpentine Channel on
Chatsworth Island just north of Maclean. When Alma’s father died in the early 1980’s
there was an expectation that Horace and Alma would inherit the farm however that did
not turn out to be the case and it was left to Alma’s brother. Horace purchased another
farm not far away from the Eggin’s property and continued cane farming.

Horace was cremated and his ashes are interned at the Lismore Memorial Gardens Cemetery.

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7. BERYL JOYCE BRADFIELD

10 December 1930 — 14 July 2023
The 7" child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

Beryl and her younger sister Rita were the best proper athletes in the family, none of this
egg and spon stuff for them, they won real races and both represented the region in school
athletics. Beryl was a Bradfield in name and in conscience her values like her older sister lvy
were the values of their father Patrick.

Beryl was born as The Depression cast a shadow over the land and like many her younger
years were a time of making do, but being on a farm and having enterprising and caring
parents they were better off than many. Beryl remembered early winter morning going out
and chasing a cow that had been lying down to stand bare footed in the warmed grass
where the cow had lain.

The Tullymorgan School was across the paddocks
but before breakfast there were cows to milk and
after school it was milking time again but after
dinner each night their dad insisted they do their
homework and he helped and added the times
tables to their homework task.

The Tullymorgan home has a tennis court and it
becomes a centre for competitive competitions
between clubs from Lawrence, Palmers Island,
Ulmarra and Tullymorgan. Red and Horace are the
best family players and compete for the
Tullymorgan team as they get older. Mum, Annie
provides refreshments and the front verandah
becomes the place for local gossip, a smoke and a
drink after the games. Patrick often promotes ideas
for the development and improvement of
Tullymorgan; phones in the 1920’s, new crops and
pastures, better roads, Empire Day activities and
P&C school programs. One of the players, Sandy
Clarke, brings a mouth organ (harmonica) and often
song and dancing is part of the summer evening

Beryl with her mother, Annie, at entertainment.

Tullymorgan 1948 or 1949
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By the time Beryl turns 10 in 1940 she has two
younger siblings Ned and Rita but her two older
sisters Gladys and Ivy have left home. There are
still 8 of them living in their 4 bedroom home.
WWII has started and Red has enlisted and
Robbie is about to do so, both lying about their
date of birth. For Beryl it is still all about school
and the farm she is not sure what is going on but
Red does look smart when he comes home in his
army uniform.

In 1943 Pat takes Beryl with him to Gloucester to
attend his sister Amy’s funeral. They take the train
from Grafton. They did not own a car so getting to
Grafton was a task, usually done by catching a cream
truck. You could go via Maclean and get a bus but it

was a multi-hour trip.

1950 bought chaos to her life; Beryl was 2 years into

her nursing course when her mother died. And

unexpected because her mother was 17 years younger

than her father and only 57 years old.
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Beryl was the first in her family to get an Intermediate Certificate and she had a natural
aptitude to caring and nursing. Her first job was working, like Snowy, at the Maclean
Hospital where an older nurse (a Sister was the term used then) saw Beryl’s skills and
suggested she go to Sydney and become a fully fledged nurse. Unlike Snowy, Beryl didn’t
board at the hospital she came home every night. Times were changing and she got a lift
on the back of a motorcycle.

In 1948 there is great optimism, World War Il rationing is ending and opportunities are
opening up in all walks of life and Beryl made the big decision to go to Sydney. She started
her course in 1949 and shared a room with a rather “wild” girl, Margaret, at the Canterbury
Hospital residence who Beryl claims dragged her along to parties that they snuck out to
attend on quite a few evenings. They were nearly caught on several occasions trying to
sneak back into their room.
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When her mother died in December 1950 Beryl stayed on at home in Tullymorgan until
June 1951 and returned to complete her Nursing course but fate intervened. Her favourite
place to go shopping was at Campsie, the closest shopping centre to the Canterbury
Hospital, and Mervyn Lyons lived just near there in South Parade. They met and rest is
history so to speak. They were married in July 1952

and Kaye was born in December. Study was no

longer an option for a married female. But fate is a

strange beast and Mervyn’s father is a

physiotherapist with a clinic built into his house,

Beryl becomes his assistant “nurse” and for many

years that is her career. During these years her sons

Bruce and Peter are born in 1954 and 1956.

Mervyn’s mother dies and Beryl becomes the chief

carer (de facto mother) for his much younger sisters

Valerie and Ann.

Beryl’s home became the magnet for her nephews
and nieces who visited Sydney she was a great host
and you were made so welcome you came back
time and time again, you bought your children and
as the years went by they visited. Beryl was always
interested in what you were doing and how your
family was and she had the family gossip/news
about what was happening in the extended family.

Beryl had 25 Bradfield nephews and nieces and of
the 23 who survived to adulthood many would visit
her and those who didn’t often phoned her and
kept in irregular contact, her phone book was a
treasure trove of old numbers and addresses that
depicted their changing locations over the years.
For years she kept in weekly contact with my
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brother John and other cousins have
mentioned a similar relationship.
Interestingly Beryl also made the
same kind of contact with her
aunties, uncles and cousins, visiting
many and entertaining them when
she setup home in Sydney. Many of
the incidental tales in this book
came from Beryl. She had met many
who are mentioned in Part 1 of this
book; Daphne Carter & Daphne
Allen, Percy, Jack, Arch, Alex, Nettie,

Two relatives played a greater role
than others in Beryl’s life; Stephen
Want, Rita’s son moved to Sydney
and lived with Beryl for some time.
He moved out, got married and had
kids and those kids called in and
helped Beryl as the years went by.
Stephen was always there if Beryl
needed any help, especially repairs
around the house and yard. lvy’s
grand-daughter, Lisa Wotherspoon
(Maloney) took Beryl to

appointments, called in and helped out with meals and shopping and her kids in turn, that
is, her great grand nieces and nephews visited and treated Beryl as a close “aunty”.

While Tullymorgan is the
formative/spiritual home of the
Bradfield clan who are descended
from Patrick Bradfield and Annie
Pringle, strangely Beryl’s place in
Sydney became the family information
centre. The family cousins in the next
generation all knew Beryl and knew
she was interested in knowing what
we were doing.

In the 1970’s Beryl and Mervyn
separated and Beryl moved to
Punchbowl and restarted her career in
hospital work in rehabilitation at The
Royal Prince Alfred Hospital.

If 1950 bought shock and despair then
2013 must have been even more
difficult, her daughter Kaye, her
daughter who lived with her, who was
her best friend and her support in the
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world died of lung cancer. All the plans of who would look after Peter, Beryl’s youngest
son, because he had special needs, were gone. Beryl was 82 but she soldiered on and she
and Peter for the next 10 years kept home and soul together in Sydney. Stephen and Lisa
and their families mentioned earlier were there to help and grand daughter Jessica was
ever present.

Her son Bruce gave Beryl 8 grandchildren and 5 great grandchildren.

At 92 Beryl was the last of her generation the last of all of the 28 Bradfield siblings and
cousins and a similar number on the Pringle side as well.

Beryl loved a good discussion and | equally liked her winning argument technique. After
expressing her view before | could answer she would say ‘If you don’t agree you’re a damn
fool”. It seemed like | had a choice to agree or prove | was a fool. Sometimes | chose the
latter but it always ended with a laugh and best of all a hug.

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8. NEVILLE (NED) COLIN BRADFIELD

6 September 1933 — 13 October 1993
The 8" child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

Ned was the wild one in the family, wild in the rodeo sense he had a natural talent to ride
bulls and bucking horses. In the house at Tullymorgan there were blankets made from the
ribbons Ned had won at rodeo competitions.

After his mother, Annie, died in 1950 when Ned was just 17 there was only his father Pat,
Red, Ned’s older brother and his sisters Snowy and Rita living in the family home. Snowy
married in 1952 and moved just up the hill to the Cavanough farm. Pat had turned 80 in
November 1950 so the day to day running of the farm was in the hands of Red and Ned. As
the years went by Ned preferred the rough and tumble of the Rodeo circuit where he was a
successful contestant and Red didn’t have the drive and innovative enthusiasm that Pat
bought to the Tullymorgan farm.

After Pat died in 1960 the farm tended to
be neglected. Ned was away and had
moved into Maclean with Del. They lived
at 14 Morven St in a house owned by Del’s
mother, just around the corner from
Robbie.

Red tended to live a few kilometres away
with Iris Sutherland. The house became
rundown and termites finished it off, the
walls fell in and the stumps rotted away.
When Ned died the farm belonged to Red
and on his death in 1993 Ned’s sons
inherited the farm that they later sold.

Ned married Delma (Del) Hart who already
had a daughter, Denise, who at one stage
went to live with Ned’s sister Beryl for a
year. Denise married Gary Briscoe.

Del was originally Delma Woods before
she married Stan Hart.

Ned and Del had 3 sons Wayne, Warren

and Darryl. Both Warren and Wayne

committed suicide. (Warren like Denise

mentioned above was not Ned’s son (Stan

Hart was their father). He was treated as a

full brother to both Wayne and Darryl so |
have included him within the notes as a Bradfield brother.)

Ned, like his brother Robbie, was a gun cane cutter and
from the age of 16 he cut cane for some 27 years until he
was 42 in 1975. He had an accident, | think at a rodeo
when he was young that caused substantial hearing loss
and he disliked wearing hearing aids.
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In the 1950’s Ned bought a Morris Minor with a dicky type seat. | think it was a 2 door
model. Rita drove the car around Tullymorgan well before she was eligible to get a licence.

Ned had a car accident sometime in the 1960’s when he was driving on the road from
Maclean to Tullymorgan. His family were all in the car and it rolled down a slope on the
windy/hilly section of the road and Ned and Del were trapped, the kids who were only 7
and 8 or so had to go for help up over the hill

to the nearest farmhouse.

In the late 1960’s After Del died in 1976 Ned
moved to the Tullymorgan farm house but
found himself staying more often in Grafton
with Norma Williams. That came to an end
when Ned became ill in 1992 and he moved to
Snowy’s place and was cared for by her and
her daughter Dianne.

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9. RITA ANN BRADFIELD

23 January 1937 — 27 June 2014
The 9" child of Patrick Bradfield and Annie Pringle

Rita was the baby of the family; born 28 years after her mother had her first child, Gladys,
in 1909. We don’t know Gladys’s father. Patrick Bradfield was the father of Rita and her 8
full brothers and sisters. Rita was 17 years younger than her sister lvy and just 13 when her
mother died in 1950.

Rita and George (Red) were the redheads in the
family; the red hair gene is expressed in
generations down the line — have a look at the
photos of the grand and great grand kids in the
Bradfield/Pringle families.

Rita was the athlete in the family of sport skilled
kids. She was a good runner and played tennis with
more skill than most. Her running career was
probably cut short by a cold/sore throat. (See the
newspaper stories).

Lawrence, just a few miles down the road
from Tullymorgan, became the home for
Rita after she married Cecil Want in 1960,
just months before her father died.

From 1952 (when Snowy married and moved out)
Rita was the domestic manager of the Tullymorgan
home. Her dad and Red were at home and Ned
came and went as his cane work, rodeos and his
family kept him busy, but he still helped run the
farm. Over these years the dairy farm turned into a
beef farm and the corn crops were no longer grown.
Apart from the farm itself Pat leased from Crown
Lands an extensive area west of Tullymorgan where
many of the beef cattle roamed.

Rita met Cecil through her tennis playing. They both
played in local tennis completions and the Wants
had a court near their house in Lawrence.

Cecil worked in Lawrence at the sawmill and also
ran an “SP bookie” business.

(Starting Price (SP) Bookies were prevalent in
Australia from the 1930s until the state operated
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TABs were setup and took over by the 1990’s. The business was illegal but with the
cooperation or the turning of a blind eye by the local police SP bookmakers were operating
in every town and village, usually from a local pub where the SP bookie took the bets. The
only way to place a legal bet at the time was to go to a racetrack and bet with registered
bookmakers who varied their payout odds depending on a horse’s pervious performance
and how much was being bet. The local illegal bookies usually based their payout on an
average of the legal bookmaker’s starting price odds).

So Cecil is running an illegal business, often from his kitchen at home, as well as the hotel
bars in Maclean and Lawrence. Sometimes Rita handled the phone calls and record keeping
at home, but it was very much Cecil’s business. Anyway from time to time the police had to
be been seen to be doing their job and they raided the business and charged the bookie
because it was obvious what was going on. Well Rita was at home and she got charged. The
police, the prosecutor and probably the judge knew it was not Rita who ran the SP Bookie
operation and they asked her a few times, was she really the one running the illegal betting
business and she said yes and was charged. A fine no doubt. She didn’t go to gaol.

Rita the athlete; 1947 to 1952 seems to have been her
“heyday” she made to the state school (PSAAA) sports
finals in Sydney, but during this time she was also in and
out of hospital with infections (tonsillitis) and in 1950 her
died. Her sporting career turned to tennis.

Her prowess as a sportswoman got off to a rocky start
when as a 6 year old she fell from horse.

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In 1948 Rita attended her brother Horace’s wedding in
Sydney along with her sister Dorothy (Snowy).

In the years after her mother, Annie, died in Dec 1950
Rita and her father travelled to a wedding in
Beaudesert and holidayed at Brooms Head

Rita trained and qualified as a nurse but after having kids and raising her family she took to
her farming roots and often with her sister Snowy and Red’s partner Iris Sutherland they
picked crops mainly digging potatoes. She later became a cleaner at the Lawrence School.

A story told by many cousins is that Rita especially in her later years enjoyed a drop of wine
and as she came to enjoy it earlier and earlier in the day she deployed a deceptive
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appearance of drinking it from a tea cup while sitting on her verandah and watching the
world go by. Those who did not know assumed she really enjoyed a good cuppa tea.

Canterbury player number 532 with 6 first-grade tries to his name, today Stephen
owns and manages Sports Factory a Sports Wear, School Uniforms & Bowls Apparel
business in Sydney. His two sons Matt and Nick have grown up city kids and the farmlands
of Tullymorgan are a long way in kilometres and culture from the life of Stephens Mum and
his grandfather.

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Beverley Want — 1966

BEVERLY Want no longer rides in races but she well remembers her fine career a few years
back, particularly her association with the champion local galloper, the well-named
Flashing Red.

Beverly was one of the few women jockeys of the time and was just 17 when she became the
first lady jockey to win a feature event during the annual July Racing Carnival in Grafton,
with victory in the 1983 South Grafton Cup (1600m).

Beverly took Flashing Red to the front at the 1200 metres, led into the straight and beat
Millers Forrest (John Hutchings) by four and a half lengths, with the Stuart Craig-ridden
Vibes finishing third in the full field of 16 runners.

That year Beverly was also the first woman
jockey to win a feature race at the annual
Inverell carnival, teaming with Flashing
Red to capture the 1400m Inverell Cup.

The duo made it two Inverell cups in a row
winning again 12 months later.

Beverly was apprenticed to Lawrence
trainer Doug Payne who owned Flashing
Red in partnership with his wife Mel,
daughter Betty Parkes and her husband
Erin Parkes.

In a comparatively short but impressive
career, Beverly Want rode her share of
winners on a variety of tracks on the
Northern Rivers and Tablelands as well as
being successful at Newcastle, Wyong and
Scone.

One of her major achievements was
winning the Northern Rivers Racing
Association Apprentices' Premiership with
33 winners.

Her biggest wins, however, were that 1983
victory on Flashing Red in the South Grafton Cup and the Newcastle Labour Day Cup at
Broadmeadow track on the same galloper.

As in all her rides on Flashing Red she talked to and encouraged the chestnut entire
throughout each race and the horse loved it, responding when she called on him to up the
pace or fight back against any challenging horse.

Rider and horse were crowd favourites and received great support from the gallery each
time they returned to scale after any of their wins.

Beverly Ann Want was born at Maclean in 1966, the daughter of Cecil and Rita (nee
Bradfield) Want.

She has two brothers, Stephen and Neville who while living on the Lower Clarence were
each involved in cricket, running and rugby league.

Stephen continued in this vein after moving to Sydney mainly going there for cricket but
was soon proving himself in the Sydney rugby league scene as a speedy and exciting winger
in first grade with successful Canterbury-Bankstown club, these days known as the
Canterbury Bulldogs, and later playing for Western Suburbs.

Neville continued his cricket and football in the Lower Clarence and also helped trainers
with trackwork and for a time was a trainer himself.

Their parents still live in the Lawrence area and in days gone by both were good at any sport
they played, such as tennis, and were involved in athletics.

They also combined to be successful starting price bookmakers (generally called SP
bookmakers) operating from the Lawrence Tavern in the days before TAB outlets were
established, when virtually every hotel in Australia featured an SP operator or operators, as
a much wanted service to their customers.

Beverly attended Lawrence Public School, then a year at Grafton High, before a final two
years at Maclean High.

Her main sports were softball, running and touch football and hockey and she captained the
high school's junior hockey team in inter-school competition.

She continued on with touch football in Grafton and Yamba competitions after she left
school and was just 15 when she became an indentured apprentice to Lawrence trainer
Doug Payne.

Beverly also gained her first winner riding Flashing
Red to take out the 1982 PB Judd Farewell Handicap
(1600m) at the South Grafton Jockey Club meeting,
the final event of that year's July Racing Carnival.

Other important wins for Flashing Red with Beverly
Want in the saddle were the two Inverell Cups, The
Labour Day Cup (1400m) at Newcastle, The Christmas
Cup at Grafton as well as the Casino, Ballina and
Lismore cups.

Beverly gained her share of wins but was still quite
young when she retired from race riding.

She was having a baby to then partner Andrew
Harrison and they named their young daughter Tegan.

The partnership has since broken up, although the
parents remain good friends.

Beverly and partner Rodney Munro currently live with
Tegan in Lawrence.

After giving up the racing game Beverly became a bar attendant, learning the trade in
serving at the Lawrence Tavern, where she was employed for 17 years.

She describes herself now as on holiday although she does occasional casual bar work for
clubs around Grafton.

Fondly she remembers her days in racing, loving the atmosphere and the roar of the crowds
and her friendship with the Payne family.

She retains her great love of horses, all breeds but particularly the thoroughbreds.

"l rode some great horses and | am lucky and grateful that Doug Payne apprenticed me and
believed in me," Beverly said.

"He gave me good advice and good horses to ride. How many people, particularly a teenage
girl, get to ride a much admired local hero and true champion such as Flashing Red or a
horse such as Sped?”

Tegan Harrison — 1989

The daughter of Beverley Want, Tegan follows in her
mother’s footsteps.

(The story below comes from a website and is the brief about a
podcast with Tegan by JohnTapp.racing — Episode 190)

This is a light hearted chat with a vivacious young lady who has
strong support from owners and trainers in NSW and Queensland.
Tegan has been out of action for almost five months following the
worst fall of her ten year career.
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Tegan pays special tribute to her jockey/mother who rode many winners on the NSW Northern Rivers
under the name of Bev Want. She thinks it's pretty special that she was going around in races before

her Mum realised she was in the early stages of pregnancy.

Tegan acknowledges the efforts of her father Andrew, a versatile jack of all trades who’s always first

there to help his daughter out when things need fixing.

The jockey reflects on her childhood involvement with Grafton Pony Club, and a transition to the re
educating of retired racehorses. She admits she didn't like the thoroughbreds at first.

Tegan looks back on her apprenticeship to Bruce Hill on the Gold Coast, and her disastrous first race

ride - one she’d rather forget.

She recalls her early education at Julia Creek in the Queensland outback, a special winning ride at
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Goondiwindi and her very first city
success.

Tegan still can’t believe that Tony
Gollan gave her the prized ride on
Temple Of Boom in a Stradbroke
and a Doomben $10,000 - she
finished a close second in both
races.

She profiles some of the horses
who’ve helped her profile in the last
few years.

Tegan talks of life on the Gold
Coast with her partner Ben Hull,
former successful jockey and
currently making a name for himself
as a trainer. She confirms that Ben
gave her a sparkling engagement
ring just recently.

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Cousins Explained

First cousins have the same grandparents.

Second cousins have the same great-grandparents, but not the same grandparents.

Third cousins have in common two great-great-grandparents and their ancestors.

Once Removed

Once removed means there is a difference of one generation. Your mother's first cousin is
also your first cousin but removed by one generation, that is, once removed.

Twice removed means that there is a two-generation difference. Your grandmother's first
cousin would be your first cousin, twice removed because you are separated by two
generations. (Your grandmother’s first cousin’s grandchild would be your 3 cousin).

The Bratfield Farms at Stroud Road

Why did the family settle in the Stroud/Dungog/Gloucester region?

In 1838 Joseph Bradfield received his Conditional Pardon (the main condition being that
he would never return to England) and by 1850 be decided to take up a either a land
selection offer or lease of land near Gloucester. He moved his family from Seaham some
100kms further south.

In 1858 Joseph’s daughter Sophia married and moved to Clarence Region
(Grafton/Maclean/Yamba area) and his son George also moved to that area, Ulmarra, at the
same time. In 1866 Sarah married and also moved to the Clarence Region. In 1869, the
remainder of the family - Matthew, Joseph Jr., and Joseph and Anne - moved north to
Grafton. All of them did, except for Thomas.

Thomas married Bridget Callian (Callaghan) in 1864 and took up a land selection at Stroud
Road “Rosedale”

Thomas died in 1907 and the farm became the property of his son Archibald. In 1978 when
Arch died the son of his brother, Horace, Jim took up an offer in Arch’s Will to purchase the
farm.

Horace had had previously purchased “Lillydale” a farm that had a long common boundary
with “Rosedale”. Horace died in 1965 so when Mark James (Jim) Bratfield purchased
“Rosedale” the two farms became one under his ownership.

In the family history the farm name “Naroo” is often referred to and that property was
owned by another of Thomas’s sons, Tom, and it also had a common boundary with
“Rosedale” on the western side. That property was sold and is no longer a part of the family
holdings.

The combined farms are today (2023)
run by Jim’s son Paul and his
daughter Brieanna and her husband
Owen. They employ Paul’s nephew
Rhys (Todd’s son) so it remains a
family farm. Still a dairy farm and for

the last 40 years they have also raised
chickens thousands at a time in large B
open range sheds.
The main railway line from Sydney
to Brisbane runs through the farm.
(See photos)

Pearl (Pearlie) had 2 children Desmond Fittock and Pearl Keegan (Des was bought up on the
family farm at Stroud Road by Horace and Pearl’s brother Mark (Jim). Des lives in Taree and
has three children; Donald, Peter & Marina. His sister, Pearl, has 4 children.

Mark James (Jim) Bratfield inherited the family farm “Lilydale” that his father, Horace, had
bought and he purchased the farm “Rosedale” that Thomas Bratfield had originally purchased
in 1864 when his uncle Arch died in 1978. Mark had 5 children; James (Scott)(3), Paul (1),
Todd (2), Jason and Nicole (2), who between them have 8 children. In 2023 Paul is managing
the combined farms with his wife, Karen and daughter Brieanna and her partner Owen. Gloria
Jim’s wife and Brieanna’s 4 children Hugo, Winnie, Theo & Clancy all also live on the farm as
well as Todd’s son Rhys.

Jim and Gloria’s children all live between Newcastle and Bellingen.
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Postscript

This book started as an attempt to make something of the photocopied notes I had in a box,
they were all that remained of the work done by Enid Tognolini (see preface notes). |
thought I might add some of the photos I had taken of the documents I recovered from the
Bradfield farmhouse at Tullymorgan when it was still standing in the 1990’s. I had printed
some and given them to my Aunty Beryl on her 90™h birthday in 2020.

As a project it got going in 2022 when my lymphoma needed chemo therapy and this would
divert my mind and get me up and keep me going. So far it’s done that.

Beryl Lyons (Bradfield), my last aunty, the last Bradfield of her generation, died in July
2023, but not before we spent many hours “discussing the Bradfield family”.

The farm at Tullymorgan was a reason for wanting to get the history written. That farm
looms big in my memory and that proved to be true for the many cousins I spoke with. It is
very much gone, the house fallen down and the farm sold but those memories..... well, they
remain.

I have tried to keep the memory of Pat and Annie Bradfield and the family they bought up
at Tullymorgan from becoming lost.

The Bratfield/Bradfield families of Patrick Bradfield’s siblings, many of whom still live in
the Taree, Newcastle, Stroud and Gloucester region, were wonderful with interest and
assistance. With their help this work includes information about all of the family lines
originating from Thomas Bratfield and Bridget Callian, (See list on previous page).

Joseph Bradfield, of course, should be remembered; he is everything to this line of the
Bradfield family. Without his “little crime” none of us would be here.
(If you are in Grafton NSW he is buried in the cemetery near Villers St).

My intention was to write about my ancestors and include a list of my cousins. Venturing
into current family relationships is a minefield, but it seems to have fitted into place and the
pages on most the families includes details about the generation right up to this year, 2023,
with one born in November. (Alasdair Layden, son of Jessica Lyons, another great great
grandchild of Patrick Bradfield and a great great great great grandson of Joseph Bradfield).

Yes, I know there are mistakes and names and dates are wrong. I keep finding them and still
they are there........
